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Lack of Motivation / Homework

“Teachers always seem to notice the attention seekers, the trouble makers, and 

the “star students.”  It’s the nameless quiet ones who don’t get recognized

· Provide a wide variety of reinforcers for the student at school.  Present tasks in the most attractiv4e and interesting manner possible.
· Write a contract with the student specifying what behavior is expected and what reinforcement will be made available when the terms of the contract have been met.
· Show interest in the student
         Examples:  ask the student’s opinion, working one-on-one, outside interests, etc.
· Reinforce the student for attending to task based on the length of time required for reinforcement as the student demonstrates success.

· Provide the student with clearly stated written directions for homework in order that someone at home may be able to provide assistance.

· Provide time at school for the completion of h.w. if h.w. assigned has not been completed or has resulted in failure.

· Give directions in a variety of ways (verbal, written, etc)

· Assign the student an easier task to build his self-esteem and confidence.  Provide the student with many academic and social successes as possible.
· Call on the student when you know he/she CAN answer successfully
