Cattleya Skinneri is a delightful autumn flowering species. It was discovered in Guatemala in 1838 by the orchid hunter George Ure-Skinner after whom it was named. It is the national flower of Costa Rica and locals use the flowers to decorate alters. Colour forms range from pink, lilac to white. A free flowering, easy to grow species which is recommended for growing into large specimen plants. Find more info on the new genus guarianthe in the 2004 SAOC yearbook page 94.
