Members are welcome to bring along any duplicate and surplus plants in their collections to our “Plants for Sale” table. GOS will as usual add 10% to your price for the Society’s funds. Please ensure that the plants you want to sell are established and healthy. A form is available which must be used for all the plants you want to sell.
