Publishing Images to the Internet


First you must learn about the basic terminology.





Web Servers are the computers that store Web documents and run software that make the documents available online.


HTML  is an acronym for HyperText Mark-Up Language. 


An HTML document is a text file that contains special tags that explain how the text in the document is to be displayed, where graphics go, and where links to other documents such as graphics files occur.


A Web Browser is a software that displays HTML documents and graphics. It reads the HTML documents and renders the information between the HTML tags. 


The term Upload refers to the transfer of a local file to a remote server.


Download refers to the transfer of a remote file to your local computer.





To publish documents on the internet. You need a server that stores HTML documents. The server will then relay information to Web Browsers. 





To create HTML documents, you can type HTML codes manually in any text editor and then saving the file as .html or .htm format. Also you can use Web authoring tools that has filters to automatically insert HTML codes when you save your file in a certain format.





Now we'll learn about the common image file formats used on the internet. We can use photo-editing software like Corel PHOTO-PAINT.


First we must look at choosing a file format and exporting it for use on the Web. 





The two common image file formats for publishing images to the internet are:


Graphics Interchange Format (.GIF) and Joint Photographic Experts Group (.JPEG or .JPG)


GIF supports 8-bit colours and is considered the best choice for line drawings and graphics with few colours or sharp edges. The .GIF format also offers transparency, interlacing and animation capabilities. 





JPEG supports 32-bit colours. This is ideal for colour photographs or scanned images which contain tens of thousands of different colours. Because of this JPG's tend to use more disk space than .GIF's.





One rule to remember is always keep a copy of your original image for on hand. You never know when you'll need to revert back to it. 





SAVING & EXPORTING AN IMAGE TO GIF FORMAT


1.   Logon the network and open Corel Photo-Paint


2.   Click on File | Open and open the 720.bmp image from "courses on 'nf4000r (l:)" 


      in folder "DC0A0-05"


3.   Click on Image | Convert to | Palette (8-bit)


4.   In the “Convert to Palette” dialog box, select “Presets” list box, choose “8-bit (256 colors)”


5.   In the “Dithering” field, choose “Error Diffusion” and then click OK


6.   In the next “GIF Export” dialog box, just leave transparency to None and click OK


7    Click on File | Export


8.   From the "Save in:" list box, choose "home1 on 'nf4000r (H:)"


9.   Double-click your folder in which you want to save the file.


10. In the "File name:" box, type a filename for your image


11. From the "Files of type:" box, choose "CompuServe Bitmap (GIF)" and click Save





SAVING & EXPORTING AN IMAGE TO JPEG FORMAT


1. Logon the network and open Corel Photo-Paint


2. Click on File | Open and open the 720.bmp image from "courses on 'nf4000r (l:)" 


    in folder "DC0A0-05"


3. Click on File | Export


4. From the "Save in:" list box, choose "home1 on 'nf4000r (H:)"


5. Double-click your folder in which you want to save the file.


6. In the "File name:" box, type a filename for your image


7. From the "Files of type:" box, choose "JPEG Bitmaps (JPG)" and click Save


8. In the “JPEG Export” dialog box, just click OK





CREATE A HTML DOCUMENT TO DISPLAY YOUR IMAGE


1. Click on Start | Programs | Accessories | Notepad


2. Type the following HTML code that allows for the display of the graphic.


	Replace the codes in italic with your own information.

3. Click File | Save as


4. From the "Save in:" list box, choose "home1 on 'nf4000r (H:)"


5. Double-click your folder that has your exported image


6. In the "File name:" box, type your first inital and last name followed with ".html"


    Like kkuan.html and click Save








TO UPLOAD YOUR FILES TO A WEBSERVER WITH FTP


1. Double-click on the "My Computer" icon from the desktop.


2. Double-click on "home1 on 'nf4000r (H:)"


3. Double-click on your folder.


4. Don't close your folder, but open Internet Explorer


5. In the "Address:" field, type "ftp://goodpresentation:good@ftp.geocities.com"


    When it loads, you should see a list of a few files.


6. Drag the image and the HTML document icons you created from your folder and drop these     icons into the white space of Internet Explorer.


7. If done successfully, your files should be uploaded onto the web server.


8. Time to check out your page. In the "Address:" field of Internet Explorer, type in 


    "http://www.geocities.com/goodpresentation/YourHtmlFile.html"


    And you should see your wonderful page!
