Club Constitution

The Purpose of Greenwood: 


This club, Greenwood Film Society, hereafter, Greenwood, will provide a showcase of comedy, science fiction, or fantasy-based TV programs and feature films of various natures from many parts of the world. No entrance fee is charged; attendance is free to the public.

1.  Membership

Membership is open to all who wish to become a member. There are levels of Greenwood Film Society membership: Class 1-4.

Class 1: They will be members who are UCR students that sign the club roster. This 

              includes the officers. Status is changed from “active” to "inactive" if a member           

              no longer/rarely attends the weekly meetings. 

  There is no class 1 membership deadline. Membership may begin at any meet-      

  ing during the school year upon club roster signature, and lasts from the date of           

  signature to the end of the school year (summer sessions excluded). 

Class 2: They have met the conditions for class 1 membership, and have also submitted a 

  membership application form and fee which allows them to borrow from the 

  Greenwood Film Society library. The requirements to become a class 2 member,

  in greater detail, are as follows:

  The applicant must fill out the club membership form and hand it to the presi-

  dent or librarian at any club meeting. (The membership form is available online,

  or the applicant may request a form from the librarian.) The applicant must turn 

  in the $5 membership fee along with the membership form. 

  There is no class 2 membership deadline; the form and fee can be submitted at 

  any club meeting. Membership lasts three quarters (excluding the summer ses
  sions) from the date membership is approved.

Class 3-4: UCR declares that a non-UCR student cannot vote on any policy change 

              involving any clubs, organizations, or societies. Class 3 and Class 4 members

              are differentiated from Class 1 and Class 2 members due to this policy.

Benefits for Class 1 members: 

· Voting power within the club

· Participation in club activities

Benefits for Class 2 members:

· Benefits for Class 1 members

· Access to the club library

Benefits for Class 3 members: 

· Benefits for Class 1 members EXCLUDING voting power within the club

Benefits for Class 4 members:

· Benefits for Class 2 members EXCLUDING voting power within the club

2. Voting Rules


Any vote outcome will be based on a 2/3 majority. 


Voting will be done through secret ballot.


The voting process:

· The secretary must provide ballots and ballot boxes.

· Ballots will be passed out and members will vote.

· Votes will be placed into the boxes.

· The secretary will count the votes in front of the club, announcing each vote as it is tallied.

· The president will declare the result.

3.  Officers' Election

There will be six officers. 

They are:

· President

· Vice President

· Secretary

· Librarian

· Treasurer

· Webmaster

The method for electing officers is as follows:

The officers will be chosen based on their contribution to the club. The current president will choose a new president that will benefit the club to its best ability unless the current president is impeached by the club.

Basic requirements to become an officer:

· Must be able to fully and consistently perform her/his individual duties.

· Must be able to attend the preset officers' and actual club meetings. 

** Any duties not addressed by the constitution will be left to the President to handle or allocate to other officers.

4. Officers' Duties


President:  

· Reserving rooms for meetings, checking out audio-video equipment (the VCR cart from the Commons and the LCD Projector from ASUCR).

· Runs the weekly meeting.

· In charge of programming and implementing the program for each quarter.

· Negotiates with outside organizations that may wish to form a mutual relationship with Greenwood (i.e. sponsors).


Vice President:  

· Assist president in reserving rooms for meetings, checking out audio-video equipment.

· Keep track of the membership numbers, status and so forth.


Secretary:  

· Make flyers, posters, and having them posted.  

· Responsible for all club advertisements deemed necessary. 

· Maintains minutes (notes) for all officer meetings and announcements. 

Librarian:  

· Maintains Greenwood videotape and print media archives catalog and regulates the library according to the constitution.

Treasurer:  

· Tracks club expenditures such as acquiring videotapes, video CDs, DVDs etc., ASUCR budget account, damages to equipment, etc.

· Collects payment dues (membership fees, fines, etc.) from members 


Webmaster: 

· Updates the web page on current showings and announcements. 

· Maintains all online (internet) club accounts

**  The president has the final say in all activities, unless he or she had consented to an earlier decision made by another officer or member.

General Officers' Duties:

· Safe-keeping and the passing on of all Greenwood-related materials for subsequent officers to insure the future prosperity of the club.

· All officers must attend the weekly meeting and participate.

· Must be willing to offer help to any officer who requests help if the officer in question has academic duties to attend to.

· If an officer assumes the duties of another officer due to that officer's incapacitation, he/she must inform the other officers of that change.

5. Impeachment of the Officers
An officer will be impeached if he or she commits the following acts.

· Instigated event(s) that can be considered as acts of sabotage/mutiny

· Willing to instigate a series of events that might ultimately cause what may be referred to as a civil war within the club

· Misuse of club funds or accounts

· Misuse of his or her position within the club and outside


The impeachment motion must be petitioned with reasons clearly stated, signed, and supported by at least 2 officers and 5 class 1-2 members.  If any above act is committed and any officer and/or at least 3 members witnessed the act, the offending officer can be petitioned for review by anyone who is a member, class 1-4. If another officer seconds the motion for officer review, then the process of impeachment may begin.  An impartial group of three will be selected from Class 1-2 membership.  They must be nominated by Class 1-2 members, not by officers, and must be approved by Class 1-2 members.  Then the impartial group of 3 already selected will review the accused officer. The accuser must submit evidence of the alleged act. The three will decide and judge based on the evidence submitted. If the accused officer is found guilty of the accused transgression, noted throughout this constitution, he or she will be removed from office and appropriate measures will be taken.

6. The Process of the Amendments

An article may be added and existing articles amended with a majority vote from the officers and its members. An officer must petition amendments and additions to the constitution with at least 5 supporting class 1-2 members. The amendment must be typed with at least 6 spaces for signature. The officer and the 5 supporting members must sign the proposed amendment at the bottom or on another page. It must be submitted to the officers' meeting. A motion to amend cannot be stopped or postponed by the officers, unless the motion is contrary to and compromises the integrity and position of the constitution.  In that case, the motion will be discarded.  However, this does not block the motion for revision, and a second submission and review by the members may be made.  If a motion to amend has been made, it must be presented to the membership body. A motion to amend passes with a 2/3 majority of the members present. 

7. Procedure to Produce a Program Schedule
Two things are considered in producing a program schedule:


1. What to show.


2. When to show it.

The shows will be decided by preference of all valid members within the club, which will include officers as well.  All valid members will get to vote on what to see, but the president will reserve the right to decide when each show will be scheduled.

8. GFS Library Policy

Only members who have paid the membership fee have access to the club video and media library. This is to insure their commitment to the club and insurance as to locating the lost tape in such a case when it is not returned.

· This library is purely for the benefit and enjoyment of Greenwood’s members.  Only paying members can borrow library items.  No one else may borrow from the library. Paying members may never borrow items for other people. Failure to comply will result in membership suspension for 1 academic quarter.

· Only officers may administer the library.  

· Members may not borrow tapes that contain episodes or movies that the club will be showing or have not yet shown and intend to. Only episode volumes already shown at previous meetings will be available for checkout from the club library. 

· There will be a deposit requirement of $2 per tape borrowed, $5 per manga anthology borrowed, and $10 per magazine borrowed. The maximum amount of library items one person can borrow at a time is equivalent to a maximum deposit amount of $10. The deposit will be collected on the same day the item(s) is/are checked out from the library.  The deposit will be returned when the borrowed item(s) is/are returned. 

· In order to borrow items from the library, the paying member must inform the officer in charge of the club library at least 24 hours prior to the next meeting through email. Within the email, the following information MUST BE PROVIDED:

1. Subject line/purpose of e-mail: "Library Request" or a similar statement.

2. Member's name

3. Item(s) requested

4. Volume number(s), if applicable

· The officer in charge will then reply with information regarding when and where to receive the tape. The time and place will usually be during the next club meeting. If the item in question is not available for any reason, the member will be informed that the item is currently unavailable and given an estimated date as to when it will again become available.  

· Arrangements to borrow a tape can also be made at any club meeting. To make a request in person, a member must speak to the club officer in charge of the library, and let her/him know the items he/she would like to borrow. Arrangements will be made about when and where to pick up the library tapes, and this will usually be at the next club meeting. If the item in question is not available for any reason, the member will be informed that the item is currently unavailable and given an estimated date as to when it will again become available.

· Members may borrow tapes for up to a two-week time period, and all print media for up to a one-week time period. The officer will inform the borrower when the items borrowed need to be returned upon pick-up. 

· When the member receives the library item(s), the member holds complete and absolute responsibility for the condition of the item(s) until the member returns them to the officer in charge.  If an item is damaged or compromised in any manner (as found upon the item’s return), the member WILL BE CHARGED to replace the compromised item.  

· If a member fails to return the item(s) within the allotted time period, a Greenwood officer will attempt to contact the member about the overdue item(s). If the member cannot be contacted, the item will then be considered the member's property. The deposit that member made will become part of the club fund and used to replace the kept item. The member’s library privileges will also be suspended. The length of suspension will be determined by and at the discretion of the club officers.

The Greenwood Film Society Constitution may not be dismissed or discarded under any circumstances. The above document was created for the benefit of the club; for its integrity and stability in the future. All officers must respect this resolution and follow its wisdom to the best of their knowledge and ability. This was not designed for the benefit of a single member or group of members, but for all those attending the club.  It is the wish of its authors that all future officers, members, and non-members will respect this document and ensure the club’s future by not compromising this resolution.
