Read this page before you start working on your Bronze Award!!

The Girl Scout Bronze Award is the highest honor a registered Junior Girl Scout may receive.  It shows you have made a promise to help others, improve your community and world, and become the best that you can be. (See pages 202-203 in your handbook.)

The Girl Scout Bronze Award recognizes your efforts in a wide range of Girl Scout experiences and shows that you understand and live by the Girl Scout Promise and Law.  There are four requirements for this award, in which you should work closely with your troop leader/advisor in the completion of all the requirements.  The first three requirements call upon you to learn new skills, increase your leadership skills, and make a commitment to improve your Junior Girl Scouting experiences.  These requirements may be done in any order, but must be completed before your work on the forth requirement, the Girl Scout Bronze Award Project.  Requirements begun prior to being a registered Junior Girl Scout may not be applied to this award.

When you plan your Bronze Award Project, please keep in mind two (2) important facts:

1) The Bronze Award Project can be Girl Scout related or a community project.

2) The use of a blueprinted project is not acceptable.  Meaning, no project should be completed that has already been completed by; a service unit, sister troop, another Bronze Award recipient, etc.  The project must be planned 100% by the girl and carried out by the girl.

The Bronze Award forth requirement is your project.  Your project, including planning and execution, should take a minimum of fifteen (15) hours. The actual implementation of the project should take seven to eight hours.

When you begin working on your award, please submit the Bronze Award intent form to your Troop Leader/Advisor (three to six months prior to the completion of your project.)  Upon completion of your project, submit the Cash and Gift-In-Kind form to your Troop Leader/Advisor, and the Bronze Award Report form to the Bronze Award Coordinator.  This is the only paperwork council will need for final documentation for your achievement.

All paperwork must be completed and submitted to the Bronze Award Coordinator by the first Friday in March in order to be honored at the “All That Glitters” event.

Make a plan for how to celebrate your success.
