GWF ROAD TO GLORY! (#4)

Deimos Intergalactic Arena

Deimos, Mars  – December 2074

Johnny Comet welcomed the tens of thousands gathered in the Deimos Intergalactic Arena to witness the event that everyone has been waiting for… ROAD TO GLORY!  Tonight on Road To Glory the two major GWF championships will be decided as Ricken Prince and K.O. Keller will take on Dorado Sundown in the finals of the GWF Gactic Tag Title Tournament!  Also eight men will compete in a one-night single elimination tournament to decide who will hold the GWF Galactic Heavyweight Title!  

Footage was played of the press conference held earlier in the week where Omega was announcing the final list of wrestlers who would be able to compete in the tournament.  The Mensans were very offended when they learned that both members of Defiance had been given spots but only one member of their team was granted entry.  Omega tried to settle Cordsar down, explaining to him that he had decided the brackets in the most fair way that he could think of, and he had to give more of a consideration to Blood and Jammer since they have both competed in singles matches in the GWF.  The Mensans walked out of the conference, leaving their status with the founders on shaky ground.  Later in the week they contacted GWF HQ to conce that Trotarus would be participating in the tournament.  

GWF ROAD TO GLORY – CROSSCURRENTS vs. PALADIN POWER. 

The opening contest on Road To Glory was a rematch that fans had been anticipating over the past month.  CrossCurrents was considered the strong favorite in their match back in October with Paladin Power, but after controlling most of the match they were defeated.  Now Thetis and Vortex would have a chance to redeem themselves as the men from Titan looked as prepared as ever.  Thetis began the match with Moonstrike, but this time things began much differently than last time with Paladin Power getting a quick early advantage on the men from Thalassis!  Solar Flare nailed Thetis with a PALADIN MISSILE, but was unable to keep him down for a pin after poor execution of the finisher.  Solar Flare hit another PALADIN MISSILE before tagging out to Moonstrike, but they were unable to keep Thetis down!  Finally the crowd popped when Thetis tagged out to Vortex!  Vortex blew up on Moonstrike, gaining a quick upper hand and hitting him hard with a  couple of high impact moves… but Moonstrike was not finished, hitting Vortex with a Titan Drop that took the vinegar out of him!  Moonstrike then hit the PALADIN DROP and covered Vortex for the pin! 

There were some cheers as Moonstrike and Solar Flare left the ring, but mainly disappointment as Thetis came into the ring to try to help Vortex to his feet.  The dynamic duo from Thalassis had dropped two straight.  Backstage Cordsar and Trotarus stood in front of the GWF logo for an interview.

Cordsar: What a ridiculous statement the founders, Omega and Morpheus, have made when they claimed that the GWF was going to be about friendly competition and fair play.  The Mensan’s came for friendly competition.  We came for fair play.  But we are disappointed to find that the great Omega, as impartial and unbiased as he claims, has granted two tournament spots to Albierons and given the Mensans only one.  We get the leftovers, and why?  Because we have not wrestled any singles matches?  Neither have you, Omega of Cetus.

Trotarus: The decision was unjust and unacceptable to us and to the people of Mensa.  I want you to know that Omega.  But as for you Torin Caelum, you have the frustrations of an angry Mensan to deal with now.  Fair play and friendly competition was thrown out the window when Omega only allowed one of us into the tournament.  You Torin Caelum, will have to be my example to the founders of why you don’t cross a Mensan.

TORIN CAELUM vs. TROTARUS.   Torin Caelum wasn’t at all intimidated of the bigger Trotarus, but the Mensan made sure that Caelum learned to respect his power in the ring.  The veteran found himself very vulnerable to the Mensan’s attack.  But Trotarus made the mistake of stopping to celebrate for a moment, and quickly found himself wrapped in CAELUM’S GRIP!  The Mensan flailed around as the crowd cheered loudly for Torin Caelum.  But for the first time in the GWF…someone was able to escape the hold when Trotarus reached the bottom rope!  Torin Caelum continued to try to weaken Trotarus with a Boston Crab, but the Mensan powered out of this move as well!  And AGAIN Torin Caelum hooked on CAELUM’S GRIP, but AGAIN Trotarus reached the ropes!  The match continued, passing the 10 minute mark as Trotarus put up a bigger fight than any of Caelum’s opponents in the recent past.  Finally it was becoming clear that the big Mensan was running out of steam, and this is when Torin hooked him in CAELUM’S GRIP for the third time.  This time Trotarus would not be able to escape, losing consciousness at 12:18.  

Backstage Blood and Jammer had gathered in front of the GWF backdrop to talk about their upcoming first round tournament match that would pit them against one another! 

Blood: Well partner, the time has come once again that we have to put aside our alliance and meet head on.  Some people might found it doubtful after all these years and all the times that we’ve fought that we could still be partners.  But I keep saying it over and over again, friendship has got nothin to do with the reason that I wanted you for my partner… you bald headed washed up freak.  I’m gonna put you where you belong, in a wheel chair, and wheel you straight to hell because you sure don’t belong in the wrestling business.  

Jammer: You’re one to talk, you smoke sucking flea.  It’s true that this partnership has got nothing to do with friendship.  It has to do with the fact that I’d rather have you on my side than against me.  And because of the fact that I hate your guts, I realize that if we weren’t on the same team I would have my hands full with beating your @$%.  Luckily once in a while we still have an opportunity to do just that without violating our terms of partnership.  This match is for the GWF Galactic Heavyweight title, and your first match will be your last. 

Blood: In your dreams cueball.  I’m gonna have you crying like a Mensan.  The only way you’re going to get ahead in this federation, as old as you are, is to whine and cry like a Mensan and complain about preferential treatment.  Even then your chances equal zero, but I can’t say that’s too much worse than it is with your current strategy… because you’re nothing but a washed up loser and you know it.  

Jammer: One thing we can agree on… that the Mensans are a couple of crybabies.  But we can deal with them later.  For now, I’m focused on this match.  And on showing you that I might have more days behind me than ahead, but I’ve still got enough to knock you out of this tournament.

BLOOD vs. JAMMER.  The two members of Defiance engaged in a staredown in the ring as Blood blew smoke in Jammer’s face and Jammer responded with a hard right hand to the face of Blood.  The fight raged inside and outside the ring for 5 minutes before Jammer hooked Blood in the BAD NIGHT!  Blood struggled but finally reached the ropes to break the hold.  Blood then applied his famous SCAR TISSUE to Jammer as the crowd began to get on his side, but Jammer got an arm free to keep the match going.  The match continued for 8 minutes with both men getting several near falls before Blood hit Jammer with a flying cross body press off the top rope and rolled him up for the pinfall!  

After the match Blood lit his cigar and stood in one corner smoking it as Jammer rose to his feet in the middle of the ring.  Jammer raised one hand to rub some of the blood that was running from his forehead as Blood walked to the center of the ring to offer him a hand shake.  After some careful consideration, Jammer shook his hand.  The crowd cheered for the two men as they left the ring, still enemies on friendly terms.  Backstage Commander Sam stood for an interview.  

Commander Sam: Oh say can you see… that the time has finally come for Commander Sam to go down to the ring and prove that he’s more than a one hit wonder.  Yes, I defeated that ungifted whelp from Cygnus on two occasions.  But now I’m ready for my skills to be tested.  What better way, my countrymen, to test my skills than against the man who is considered to be one of the greatest wrestlers of all time.  We heard about how great this man was even though he wrestled in the underground, and he’s ALMOST a house hold name.  Maybe he could be if he beat me tonight… but he’s not going to have that chance, because Commander Sam is coming with both guns loaded and my sites locked on Morpheus.  And after I blow him out of the way, that GWF Galactic Heavyweight Title is going around my waist!  

As Commander Sam made his way down to the ring, pre-recorded comments from Morpheus were played. 

Morpheus: Today I have a very challenging task ahead of me.  That task is that I must ascend to the top of the GWF roster, knocking every GWF competitor out of my way.  And only then can I look down at them and strap that gold belt around my waist… the GWF Galactic Title.  The first stepping stone to success is Commander Sam.  Now Sam, I’ve been watching you in the ring against Torpor.  You look like you might have a lot of potential.  And as a young rookie I’m sure you’re somewhere out way ahead of yourself thinking that you might actually have a shot at knocking Morpheus out of the tournament.  But its that kind of thinking that could only result in a lot of disappointment.  This is my first big event beyond the underground federations, and I don’t intend to let myself down.  Tonight I will walk out with that GWF Galactic Heavyweight Title.  And you my friend… will take a TRIP TO HADES.

COMMANDER SAM vs. MORPHEUS.  Morpheus was a bit surprised as the 80,000 in attendance were favoring Commander Sam!  The young American encouraged their support, showboating for them and telling them that Morpheus was going down.  Morpheus waited with Sam to finish showboating before the two of them locked up in the ring.  Commander Sam got the quick upper hand, but in his inexperienced failed to capitalize… allowing Morpheus to come back and hit Commander Sam with the TRIP TO HADES!  Everyone was resigned to the idea that the match was over… until sam kicked out!  Sam fought back at Morpheus, getting the crowd behind him… but Morpheus shut his offense down, hitting another TRIP TO HADES and scoring the win at 5:24.

Footage was shown of Screw’s first appearance in the GWF where he took on the equally bizarre Santon.  Screw emerged victorious on that night.  But tonight he would face perhaps the greatest icon of the GWF.  A symbol of how things can be drastically changed for the better… he is Omega of Cetus!   Would Omega’s first singles match be his first defeat in the GWF?  Or will the maniacal Screw taste defeat for the first time as Omega goes on to the semi-finals?  As Screw headed toward ringside, pre-recorded comments from Omega were played. 

Omega: The Galactic Heavyweight Title… it will one day be the dream of many a young man, the aspirations of many a fighter.  And here at Road To Glory the first one will be crowned.  It will be a day that will never be forgotten.  And the first champion must be a champion that will pave the way for many more a young wrestler.  He must be a champion that is a positive role model inside and outside the ring.  A man with respect for his opponents.  A man who is honorable, fair, and just.  There are many men who fight for that honor at Road To Glory, but only one will prevail.  And I, Omega of Cetus, will prevail over my opponents to wear that belt for the first time.  In this chest beats the hard of a warrior… and a warrior never surrenders!

OMEGA vs. SCREW.  Screw was more than just a handfull for Omega, who continually punished the monster in hopes of wearing him down.  Screw fought back, gaining an upper hand and then losing it again as Omega hit Screw with the familiar COSMIC WAR DANCE!  The crowd went crazy, but Omega was only able to hold the monster down for 2.  Screw fought back and the hero from Cetus was in trouble as he was tossed around the ring by the angry man from parts unknown.  With both of Omega’s arms hooked, Screw dropped the hero hard with his FREAKISH FACE SLAM.  But Omega kicked out at 2!  The crowd was on its feet!  Omega came back from near defeat, the cheers of the crowd behind him like they were behind no other.  Screw had to take a step back as he was pummelled by Omega who hit him once again with a COSMIC WAR DANCE and went for the pin!  This time Screw did not get up!  Omega was the winner!  

As Omega left the ring, Johnny Comet talked about the fact that Omega’s win would mean that he would be facing Morpheus in the semi-finals!  It would be a dream match of epic proportion on Road To Glory.  But in the midst of all the excitement, Screw was not having a good time.  In fact he looked as if he would snap and take off after Omega again… but to everyone’s surprise he did not. 

Footage was played of the victories that the two teams in the next match had gained to earn their spots in the finals of the GWF Galactic Tag Title Tournament!  Ricken Prince and K.O. Keller had defeated a team of the two highest ranked wrestlers in the GWF, Torin Caelum and Commander Sam, as well as the Mensans.  Now they would face off in the final match of the tournament against the most controversial members of the roster… Blacklash and Bullwhip, two men who promised to take over the GWF by eliminated Omega and Morpheus!  And they were successful in doing just that in September by eliminating both of them from the tournament.  Just last month they eliminated Paladin Power, which brings them to Road To Glory where they will have an opportunity to back up their boasts that they are the greatest of the GWF tag teams. 

GWF ROAD TO GLORY – Galactic Tag Team Title Tournament FINAL

RICKEN PRINCE/K.O. KELLER vs. DORADO SUNDOWN.  K.O. Keller was not whatsoever intimidated by either of his opponents, and those that had payed attention to his career knew that this wasn’t just a show.  Keller took it to Blacklash, forcing him to have to tag out to Bullwhip, who he hit with a crushing K.O. heart punch that made the referee have to ask Bullwhip if he wanted to stop the match.  The anger of Dorado Sundown picked up as Blacklash tried again against the man with the hands of stone.  Keller continued on a roll, but missed a deathjump that costed him his momentum.  As Keller layed down clutching one shoulder, Blacklash and Bullwhip ascended to the top turnbuckles and executed the RUSTLER’S STAMPEDE!  The crowd was devastated as Keller layed incapacitated on the mat!  Bullwhip went for the cover as Ricken Prince stepped off the apron and began walking away from his partner!  The pin was made and Dorado Sundown were the first GWF Galactic Tag Team Champions! 

Blacklash and Bullwhip left the ring holding the titles high much to the disapproval of the fans gathered in the Deimos Intergalactic Arena.  But what even followed was even more appalling as Ricken Prince stepped into the ring and helped Keller to his feet… then hit him with a ROYAL DECREE!!  Keller was down on the mat unconscious as Prince put the boots to him!  Honor and fair play were out the window as far as Ricken Prince was concerned, and his former partner K.O. Keller was feeling the effects of it!  Johnny Comet announced that K.O. Keller was not the type of man to let something like that go, and that the Prince would pay for it!  Meanwhile backstage Omega and Morpheus were standing together for an interview with GO74, the Holographic Interviewer. 

Omega: Well my brother, we knew that the time would come.  We’ve stood together so firmly, and now we must fight against one another. 

Morpheus: It will be an honor in the truest sense.  I’ve known since the beginning that somewhere during the course of the tournament it would have to be me and you.  It’s fitting that…. OOF!  

Somewhere from off-camera Dorado Sundown attacked!  Bullwhip nailed Omega with his new title belt, knocking him back into the partition behind them as GO74 moved back from the fight.  Blacklash concentrated his efforts on Morpheus, bringing a steel chair down hard over the veteran’s head!  Commander Sam along with 3 security guards arrived on the scene, chasing Dorado Sundown away from the scene of their first crime in the GWF!  It appeared as if Morpheus had taken more punishment than Omega, as Omega was able to get to his feet and ask his co-founder if he needed medical attention.  Morpheus refused, but was obviously still quite dizzy from the shot with the chair.  

GO74: Johnny, this is terrible what has happened here.  These men Blacklash and Bullwhip need to be severely penalized!  Back to you!  

GWF ROAD TO GLORY – Galactic Heavyweight Title Match Semi-Final

TORIN CAELUM vs. BLOOD.  Torin Caelum had gotten to the semi-finals by defeating Trotarus in a grueling opening match.  Blood had to go through his own tag team partner, so neither man had breezed their way through.  The crowd was clearly in support of Torin Caelum in this match, although they still seemed to be focused to a great degree on the attack on the Guardians that had just occurred.  The two men proved very evenly matched, with a slight speed and strength advantage going to Caelum.  But Blood was truly an opponent that could not be taken lightly, as he became the second man in the GWF’s short history to break out of the CAELUM’S GRIP on two occasions!  But Blood used all of his strength to escape these holds, running out of gas at the 12 minute mark when Torin Caelum hooked him in an abdominal stretch.  Caelum held him in the hold for over four minutes before finally Blood fell into unconsciousness!  The referee awarded the match to Torin Caelum, who would advance to the final!

Who would advance to meet Torin Caelum in the final?  That was the question that Johnny Comet was asking as footage was replayed of the attack by Dorado Sundown on Omega and Morpheus as they were attempting to do an interview.  Backstage Omega stood next to Morpheus, who was still looking a little groggy but determined to go on. 

Omega: My brother, are you sure that you’re not pushing yourself too hard?  You may have suffered a concussion.  

Morpheus: There’s no way I’m gonna sit this one out.  I’m walking out of here with that strap and there’s nothing that Dorado Sundown or you can do about it.  

Omega: The last thing I want is for you to leave the tournament, but it seems to me that the higher priority is your health at this time.  Even if you were to step down, you would be assured the first title shot… of that I am certain. 

Morpheus: No way.  <looks at Omega>  I’m gonna be the first to strap that belt on and the first to walk out with it.  That means I’m gonna have to beat you.  Concussion or no concussion I’m gonna do it.  Now let’s go out and give your fans their money’s worth. 

Morpheus walked away from Omega and headed toward the ring as Omega looked on with a doubtful expression.  The fans would not be disappointed on this night as the two titans of the ring were about to lock up for the first time! 

GWF ROAD TO GLORY – Galactic Heavyweight Title Match Semi-Final

MORPHEUS vs. OMEGA.  The referee double checked with Morpheus to make sure he was feeling alright before ordering for the opening bell to be sounded.  Omega definitely had the crowd on his side, and one had to wonder if Morpheus wasn’t a little disappointed that his efforts in bringing the GWF to life were obviously not appreciated as much as those of Omega’s.  Omega seemed hesitant to truly let Morpheus feel the full effect of his offense, but Morpheus made him pay by hitting him with the TRIP TO HADES after just 3 minutes into the match!  Omega got a shoulder up, but barely!  Omega turned things around on his partner who was obviously still feeling some of the effects of the attack from Blacklash.  Morpheus went down to the COSMIC WAR DANCE, but kicked out at 2!  Omega was not being gentle anymore, but instead letting Morpheus feel the same power that he put Screw away with.  At 9:52 Omega covered Morpheus for the pinfall after another COSMIC WAR DANCE that Morpheus was unable to get up from.  

The crowd was on their feet cheering for Morpheus who stood up slowly from his defeated foe, raising his arms in the air in victory.  Despite the fact that Morpheus was not at 100% going into the match, a win was a win… and it was enough to push Omega into the final of the tournament where he would face Torin Caelum.  Omega reached down and offered a hand to Morpheus, Morpheus turned away from the hand in anger…drawing the ire of the Deimos fans who let him know that they didn’t appreciate his treating Omega with such disrespect.  As paramedics came down toward ringside, Omega once again offered Morpheus a hand.  This time the titan from Aldebaran accepted and the Guardians were once again united, even though Morpheus dream of being the first GWF Galactic Heavyweight Champion would not be coming true.  Backstage the gorgeous GO74 stood to conduct an interview with Torin Caelum. 

GO74: This is GO74 here, your holographic interviewer, and I’m standing by with Torin Caelum to get his remarks prior to the final match of Road To Glory.  Torin, you’ve really had a tough road to get to this match.  You’ve had to go through Trotarus and then Blood… do you think you’re ready for Omega? 

Torin Caelum: Without a doubt.  I’ve been wrestling now in the underground for 24 years, and I’ve waited a long time to be where I’m at and get a taste of real success.  I’m not talking about money or belts.  I’m talking about being someone in the world…someone that people look up to and treat with respect.  That’s why I’ve fought for so many years… for respect.  I’ve fought to improve myself, and I’ve done a lot of improving since my very first match back in 2049.  Now here I am with the biggest name that has ever come from this sport.  A man who I have an infinite amount of respect for.  You know, it’s a real shame that there have to be parasites like Dorado Sundown who are trying to get famous the only way they can… by being a thorn in the sides of men who truly deserve that fame.  And let me tell you something Blacklash and Bullwhip.  If you come down to the ring and try to interfere in any way, you’re not just going to have to deal with Omega.  You’re going to have to deal with me.  

GO74: Thank you Torin, and it looks like our main event tonight is going to be one for the record books.  Back to you Johnny! 

GWF ROAD TO GLORY – Galactic Heavyweight Title Tournament FINAL

TORIN CAELUM vs. OMEGA.  Both men were very popular but the chants of “Omega” drowned out everything else in the Deimos Intergalactic Colisseum.  It was a battle between the two best in the GWF.  The two men who had outshined everyone else.  Before the match the referee held up the beautiful GWF Galactic Heavyweight Title for all to see before placing it on the timekeeper’s table outside.  It was time for the main event to get underway!  The match only lasted for 5:32, but it was a rollercoaster ride all the way.  A dynamite explosion would be a good way to explain this match, as the two men put aside the fatigue that they were enduring from already fighting twice in the night to engage in an explosive encounter that thrilled every last fan in the arena.  Torin Caelum attempted to wear Omega down with some submission holds, but the hero from Cetus continually broke free and struck back with his own offense.  Omega covered Caelum after a perfect cross body drop off the top buckle but couldn’t keep him down.  11 seconds later Torin Caelum was hit with the COSMIC WAR DANCE and went down hard on the mat!  Omega hooked the leg and covered for the 1-2-3 and the victory! 

The thousands all over the arena rose as the sound was so loud that it was almost deafening.  Omega rose from his beaten opponent as his hands were raised by the referee!  He had done it!  He had become the champion!  But the party was about to come to a screeching halt as Blacklash and Bullwhip stepped out of the crowd and raided the ring, Bullwhip hitting Omega hard in the back of the head with his Tag Team title belt!  Outside the ring Blacklash struck the timekeeper and grabbed the GWF Galactic Heavyweight title belt!  As the fans made their disgust known, Dorado Sundown escaped to the backstage area with the belt!  Johnny Comet was livid, commanding security to get back there and stop those men from escaping with the belt.  But it was too late... Dorado Sundown had the title!  Despite their stealing of the belt, Omega was the rightful champion on the last event of 2074.  But it was a sure bet that the response to their actions would be strong, and most likely painful!
