1. We are pleased to inform you that your paper entitled: ‘Study of safflower seed Mycoflora in Iran’ has been accepted for poster presentation at the ISTA seed symposium.  Welcome.  Would you please note that all papers, whether presented as a poster or orally, have equal status at this symposium.

2. Your session chairperson will be: Dr Zita Ripka

3. Please confirm your attendance with the ISTA Secretariat by February 28, 2004 (seedsymposium@ista.ch). This will help us to ensure that sufficient poster boards and mounting materials will be available for the symposium 

4. Each author will be allocated a poster board 95cm wide and 120cm high. The recommended size for your poster is about the A0 standard (95 x 120 cm).  The organisers will supply material to attach the posters to the panels.  No pens, adhesive tape or writing materials may be used on the display panels.

5. Remember that your poster must be legible from a distance of at least 2 metres.  Headings and subtitles should have the smallest letters in 70 point (12 mm, capitals 17 mm).  In the text the smaller letters should be 36 point (7 mm, capitals 9 mm) with a line thickness of 1 mm.

6. Your poster should have a single, easy to follow message, be readable in a few minutes, eye-catching, have logical layout, and should include a photograph of author(s) for identification, along with author(s) name(s) and address.  Use pictures, graphs and diagrams in preference to tables.

7. Avoid excessive detail.  Keep the number of words to a minimum.  Use only key phrases or points.  Remember, you will be beside your poster to discuss it in more detail with those interested.  Make good use of colour photographs, or coloured graphs and diagrams.

8. The summary of your paper will be pre-printed and therefore available to symposium delegates.  However, we feel it would be useful to also have an extended 2 page summary available beside your poster to give to interested people.  We therefore suggest that you prepare a 2 page extended summary (you can include some methodology, the results, discussion and key references), and bring 100 copies with you to the symposium.
