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The Friendship Knot 

Legend

The two ends of our rope represent you and me. As you can see, we are very far apart. Separate and alone.  But, one day we met and our friendship, represented by the friendship knot, is formed. We are no longer separate or alone because we have become one, united by our friendship.  As we work together giving and taking, tightening our bond, we become strong.  There is something very special about a friendship that is formed in Girl Scouting.  It is like no other you will ever make.  For the friendship formed in Girl Scouting has the thread of “Love in Scouting” binding it together.

The loop at the top of the friendship knot forms an unending circle.  The loop represents the permanence of our friendship…never ending.  A friendship knot can only be tied by a friend and given to a friend.  A friendship knot can only be received by a friend, and worn by a friend … never, never to be untied.

a friendship tie is always made for someone else, and is,. as a
rule, never worn by the maker.

Knots are ageless. This knot has been tied since ancient times by
Orientals for ornamental purposes. It is also known as the Japanese
Crown knot or the Success knot. Knot lore has been a subject of
devoted study by the Japanese since early times. Ornamental
knotting was often used in ceremonies.

Many Scouters like to swap friendship pins
to wear on their ties.

You may choose a color or design that has a special meaning to you
and your friend. Or, you may just find something you’d both lika.

Steps to tie the knot are on the bottom of this sheet.

A
2 E a
Go ahead, try it. Loop turns under B end is laid over loop
and turned under
loop

J 8
A - .
A is brought back B A ’
and down over B.

B is brought through loop
formed by A. Carefully
tighten to form square.
