Partial-Birth Abortion Ban Struck Down Twice By Judicial Tyrants: A pair of recent federal appeals courts
struck down the Partial-Birth Abortion Ban Act of 2003, making it increasingly likely that the U.S. Supreme Court
will step in to settle the issue of the law's constitutionality. The Partial Birth Abortion Ban Act of 2003, passed by
Congress and signed by President Bush in 2003, has never been enforced because of legal challenges. The act
reads: "A partial-birth abortion is never necessary to preserve the health of a woman, poses serious risks o a
woman's health, and lies outside the standard of medical care. There is no credible medical evidence that partial-
birth abortions are safe or are safer than other abortion procedures." In this
recent ruling, a three-judge panel of the 9™ U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals,
considering a challenge to the law filed by abortion activists in San Francisco,
unanimously upheld a lower-court finding that the ban didn't pass constitutional
muster. The law, the panel said, placed an "undue burden" on a woman's right to an
abortion. Hours later, the 2" U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals ruled similarly in a case
originally out of New York. This time, though, the three-judge panel voted 2-1, with
Judge Chester J. Straub issuing a sharp dissent. "Allowing a physician to destroy a
child as long as one toe remains within the mother would place society on a path
toward condoning infanticide," Straub wrote. "I find the current expansion of the right to terminate a pregnancy
to cover a child in the process of being born morally, ethically and legally unacceptable." In July 2005, a third
appeals court, the 8™ Circuit, upheld another lower court ruling that found the ban unconstitutional. That case, out
of Nebraska, has been appealed to the Supreme Court - and these latest rulings are likely to be as well, according
to Carrie Gordon Earll, Focus on the Family Action's senior analyst for bioethics. "The presence of newly confirmed
Justice Samuel Alito may tip the balance in favor of the high court hearing these appeals," Earll said. "It's also
possible that Alito's vote on the constitutional question of the partial-birth abortion ban will be different than
that of his predecessor, Justice Sandra Day O'Connor, who voted against the Nebraska law. "There is no
constitutional right fo stab a nearly born baby in the back of the head," Earll added. "Partial-birth abortion is
brutal, gruesome and an assault against mother and child. It's time for the Supreme Court to allow this federal
law to go into effect."

Mark of the Beast Technologies...

Security experts have found a weakness in the technology to be used for the British Government's
biometric ID cards. A Dutch security company has successfully cracked the encryption on a
prototype biometric passport, according to NO2ID, an anti-ID card lobby group. Experts from
Riscure security lab in Delft, the Netherlands, claim to have been able to "skim" the data from a
passport at a distance of 11 yards using a hi-tech gadget. They then decrypted it on a computer
within two hours, accessing personal information including fingerprints, a digital photograph of the \
passport-holder's face and date of birth. The proposed British ID card will use similar technology to store
biometric information about every adult in the country. Unless the security flaws were successfully rectified on
the British ID cards project, some experts, including NO2ID, claim that it could be an "absolute bonanza" for
identity fraudsters. The introduction of "chip and pin" credit cards with pin numbers - which will become




compulsory replacements for signatures on February 14™ - is already being credited with cutting the fraud
associated with lost, stolen or counterfeit cards in 2004. - Timesonline.co.uk (a secular website), 2.2.2006

‘Jesus Christ' Not Welcome at Public Meetings: Any reference to "Jesus Christ" during a prayer at a
government meeting is deemed "unconstitutional" says the Jewish defense group, the Anti Defamation League
(ADL), which is urging a Florida community to adopt a policy banning sectarian prayers making reference to any
specific deities. "If invocations are done, they have to be, according to (a 1983) Supreme Court decision, such that
they do not advance any particular faith or belief," ADL spokesman Andrew Rosenkranz told the Palm Beach Post.
"The reason being, you try and make as many people included as possible so that nobody feels that they're being
left out of any particular prayer." The New York-based ADL is focusing its attention on Wellington, Florida, where
the issue of inclusiveness came up at the suggestion of a councilmember last year. Local clergy have been permitted
to recite prayers at the start of village meetings, and some reportedly mention Jesus Christ by name. Rosenkranz
wrote Mayor Tom Wenham, saying the allowing of Jesus' name "sends a clear message of exclusion to citizens not
of that faith." Despite the objections of the ADL, the Florida-based Liberty Counsel says it would be
unconstitutional to have a policy restricting prayers. - WorldNetdaily.com, 2.2.2006

Lone Star State Students Can Pray at School...Again!: Students at Berkner High School in
Richardson, Texas, will be allowed to pray again on campus after the Becket Fund for Religious
Liberty recently stepped in to help. When Berkner's Muslim students sought permission to have
a time of prayer, the school's students and staff were told prayer was not allowed on school
grounds because it was a violation of the separation of church and state. Derek Gaubatz,
director of litigation for the Becket Fund, said school officials are often under the impression
that a campus must be free from any kind of religious expression. "We wrote a letter pointing
the school at the relevant legal authorities," he said. "In fact, religious expression of students is fully compatible
with the school's other missions. Students have a right under the free-speech clause and the free-exercise clause
to engage in religious expression in schools." District officials now say students can pray during school at lunch or
during a 10-minute period of class. "The First Amendment is alive and well again at Berkner High," Gaubatz said.

Association, has launched a boycott of the Citgo oil company because it is run by the

Venezuelan government, which is led by U.S.-bashing President Hugo Chavez.

Cindy Sheehan and providing photo-ops as they embraced in a warm hug. The socialist dictator, who is close to
Cuban leader Fidel Castro, recently met with American entertainer Harry Belafonte, who called President Bush
“the greatest terrorist in the world" while in Venezuela. "Regardless of your feelings about the war in Iraq, the
issue here is that we have a socialist dictator vowing to bring down the government of the U.S. And he is using our
money to achieve his goal!" warhed Wildmon. According to Citgo's website, the company is "owned by PDV America
Inc., an indirect, wholly owned subsidiary of Petréleos de Venezuela, S.A., the national oil company of the Bolivarian
Republic of Venezuela." Thus, the Venezuela government is the sole owner of Citgo gas company. Sales of products
at Citgo stations send money back to the dictator Chavez which help him in his vow to bring down our government.

Airline bans Bibles to avoid offending Muslims: A British airline has banned its staff
from taking Bibles and wearing crucifixes or St. Christopher medals on flights to Saudi
Arabia to avoid offending the country's Muslims. British Midland International also has
told female flight attendants they must walk two paces behind male colleagues and cover
themselves from head to foot in a headscarf and robe known as an abaya. Teddy bears or
other cuddly toys also are also not allowed. Airline officials, who have sparked outrage,




explain the Islamic kingdom's strict laws - enforced by religious police - prohibit public practice of Christianity and
figures of animals. BMI spokesman Phil Shepherd said: "In providing air services people want, demand and use, we
have an obligation to respect the customs of the destination country." An airline employee who asked not to be
named told the Mirror: "It's outrageous that we must respect their beliefs but they're not prepared to respect
ours." The employee said his grandmother gave him a crucifix shortly before she died that he wears at all times.
"It's got massive sentimental value and I don't see why I have to remove it," he said. The airline's staff handbook
says: "Prior to disembarking the aircraft all female crew will be required to put on their company issued abaya. It
will be issued with the headscarf which must be worn." The employees' union wants staff members to be able to
opt out of the flights, but the airline says the only option is to transfer from overseas staff to domestic flights,
which could mean a loss of about $30,000 a year in wages. About 40 staff members have filed complaints since the
route began in September. Some of the male members who are homosexual have called in sick, because they are
afraid of traveling to Saudi Arabia, where homosexual activity is punishable by flogging, jail or death.

Members were asked o oppose efforts to define
marriage as between one man and one woman. For the Rev. Michael Halley, minister of Suffolk Christian Church in
Suffolk, Virginia, the move was enough for members of his congregation to vote to leave the UCC. "Whatever they
do, we have to wear," he said. "If we carry the name out front, people are going to associate us with whatever
actions our national church body has taken."

New Study Shows Why Meat May Increase Cancer Risk: A new study published in the Journal Cancer Research
has scientists stating that they may have found a reason why eating oo much red meat increases the risk of
colorectal cancer. By studying cells from volunteers eating different diets, they discovered that red meat raises
levels of compounds in the large bowel which can alter DNA and increase the likelihood of cancer. "It is the first
definite link between red meat and the very first stage in cancer,” said Professor Sheila Bingham, of the Medical
Research Council Dunn Nutrition Unit in Cambridge, England. In earlier research, Bingham and her team showed
there was a strong correlation between eating red and processed meat and the risk of colon cancer. The chance of
developing colorectal cancer was a third higher in people who regularly ate more than two portions of red or




processed meat a day compared to someone who ate less than one portion a week. "We looked at whether eating
red meat alters the DNA of these cells,” Bingham told Reuters. They found that red meat consumption was linked
to increased levels of substances called N-nitroso compounds, which are formed in the large bowel. The compounds
may stick to DNA, making it more likely to undergo mutations that increase the odds of cancer. The DNA damage
may be repaired naturally in the body, and fiber in the diet may help the process. But if it isn't, cancer can develop,
Bingham said. The scientists said the findings could help to develop a screening test for very early changes related
to the disease. Colorectal is one of the most common cancers in developed countries. A diet rich in fat, animal
protein and refined carbohydrates and lack of exercise are risk factors for the illness. Most cases are in people
over 60 years old and about 5% of them are inherited. Health experts estimate that about 70% of colorectal
cancers could be prevented by changes in diet and nutrition. About 135,400 new cases of colorectal cancer will be
diagnosed in the United States this year and 56,700 patients will die. - MSNBC.com, 2.2.2006

Founded after the 1979 Islamic Revolution, the Guards have
their own air, naval and ground components.

The State of Today's Church...

Recent Survey Finds 1 in 4 churches Neglect Ministry Potential of the Internet:
One out of every four Protestant churches in the United States has virtually no
involvement with the World Wide Web despite the emergence of the Internet as a
leading communication medium in the 21°" century, according to a new study conducted
for LifeWay Christian Resources of the Southern Baptist Convention on how churches
use Web technology. Findings from the study revealed: 27% of all churches have no
connectivity at all - no staff e-mail, no website and no Internet connection; only half of all churches provide staff
with e-mail, and just under half maintain a website; 23% of Protestant churches use e-mail prayer chains, 18%
have an e-mail church newsletter and only 4% have an online member directory. The proportion of churches making
some use of the Internet is lower in the South, where just 65% of churches are connected, than it is in other
parts of the country. The smallest churches, those with less than 100 in the congregation, are much less likely to
use the Internet (60%) than are midsize (100-199 people; 86%) or larger churches (200 people or more; 96%). The
study found that Churches led by older ministers are also much less likely to be connected than are those with a
pastor under the age of 60. The study also explored Web content among churches with active Internet sites. Only
four types of content are provided by a majority of all Protestant churches with a website: 70% provide a map
and/or directions to the church, 65% provide a calendar of upcoming events, 60% post a statement of beliefs, 56%
have pages for specific ministry departments, 50% provide staff e-mail addresses, 43% provide denominational
information, 42% list staff biographies, 42% post special pages for youth, 38% carry a church newsletter online,
27% provide an electronic way to submit prayer requests and 25% give information about joining a small group.
Among content less likely to appear on a church website are Bible study material or helps, sermon ftranscripts,




upcoming sermon titles or topics, sermons available in streaming audio, a bulletin board, forum or chat room,
sermons in streaming video, testimonies and a way to donate online. The study found that most churches
infrequently take advantage of the many ways the Internet can truly impact ministry and communication.
