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Much thanks from Dennis A. Swick goes to those mentioned below. It should also be stated that LDS is an abbreviation for the Latter Day Saints. The number of their microfilm is listed just in case a check wants to be made. Dennis A. Swick, as of 1/17/2006, has still not been able to locate the whereabouts of Mathys Zwick, his wife, or children (which the information regarding this family is stated in other documents on this website).

The Zwicks of Gunzesreid, Allgäu


One area of Germany that has a lot to do with the Zwicks and Burckharts  in Fulda, Ohio and Monroe County, Ohio is Allgäu, Germany. The Zwicks in Allgäu went to Bruchweiler-Bärenbach around 1718 according to Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany. Rainer Henrich of Switzerland in an email writes, “And this leads us to Allgäu, because  Kaufbeuren belongs to this (Catholic) part of Southern Germany (Augsburg diocesis). Thomas Zwick, from an unknown place in the same (Catholic) diocesis, became citizen of Zurich in 1614 (which means that he had to change his confession), where he died in 1625. And Gunzenried is in the same region, too. This means probably that a family Zweig/Zwick existed in Allgäu, but I guess that they had no connection with the Konstanz/St.Gallen Zwick family.” There is a Thomas Zwick married to Anna Mnul/Maul in Gunzesreid, Allgäu, Germany. They might have been married around 1692 and he was born 4/16/1666. So if a Thomas Zwick did come from Allgäu and became a citizen of Zurich in 1614, it is possible that he was related to Thomas Zwick of 1666.


Margret Zwick of Germany writes, “We can trace our ancestors back to 1650 as well. They lived in Kempten (Allgaeu). Our sources do not indicate a connection to Erlenbach or the Palatine. I am daughter of Bernhard Zwick, born 17.11.1903 died 8.1.1998. The knowledge of our family we have from Johann Georg Zwick, born 23.4.1795 died 11.3.1859. He wrote a diary. He was major in Gunzesried, as you can read on page 4. This may be the place your familiy is also coming from; Gunzesried is a small village near Kempten. Our family is roman catholic.  Perhaps  this are the roots you are looking for. But we do not know that one of the many children from Johann Georg Zwick went to America. But I may check again especially for this point”.


Peter C. Zwick of Ohio sends  LDS microfilm #0598552, Gunzesreid, Allgäu, Bavaria, latin, 1612-1701, for Roman Catholic Records. Jacob Zwick, baptz. 1640, d. 3/2/1694, married Christina Rapp or Röpp ( the Rapp name also appears  on LDS microfilm #1761549 Boofzheim, France, read by Dennis A. Swick ). Children: Anna Barbara Zwick, b. 12/5/1662 (Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany writes  that Jakob Zwick, b. 1640, married Christina Rechin, b. 1642 from Gunzesried, Allgäu; Pfarrei Seifriedsberg). Some other children of Jacob and Christina Zwick were:  Johannes Conradus Zwick, b. 10/16/1664; Thomas Zwick, b. 4/16/1666, d. 10/12/1697 ex-Griad, who married in 10/19/1692 Anna Martin; Francify Josephy Zwick, b. 3/14/1670, d. 6/18/1701 ex-Guerd, who married on 4/20/1698 Susanna Burgor (Bugor), ex-Znutzalberad; Christina Zwick, b. 7/27/1670; Joannes Christiani Zwick, b. 7/19/1671; and finally Ursula Zwick, b. 4/10/1678. And Joannes Conradus Zwick (a possibility)and Magdalena Lnua had Anaffa Zwick, b. 5/23/1698. 


And continuing Peter C. Zwick of Ohio sends LDS microfilm #0598552 for Gunzesreid, Allgäu, Bavaria, latin, 1612-1701, Roman Catholic Records the births are: 10/22/1699, Lulilnn(?) Zwick of Frantz Zwick and Susanna Burgor. 10/3/1686, Frantz Zwick of Joannes Zwik and Maria Dehertz (?). 4/13/1693, Cypriani Zwick of Thomas Zwick and Anna Mnul/Maul. 10/18/1694 Frantz Zwick of Thomas Zwick and Anna Mnul/Maul. 10/11/1696, Joanna Zwick of Thomas Zwick and Anna Mnul/Maul. 9/18/1698 Jacob Zwick ex. Znutzalberad, of Thomas Zwick and Anna Mnul/Maul. 3/12/1701 Maria Zwick of Thomas Zwick and Anna Mnul/Maul. 10/16/1701 Christina Zwick ex-guorzd of Joannes Christiani Zwick and Brigitha Lallejin (?). 10/22/1699 Julilna (?) Zwick of Franz Zwick and Susanna Burgor.


Several marriages of Gunzesreid are also sent by Peter C. Zwick of Ohio on LDS microfilm #0598552: Thomas Zwick married Anna Martin on 10/19/1692. Francify Zwick married Susanna Burgor on 4/20/1699 ex Znutzalberal. And Christiani Czvakl married Maria Bounnnrin on 10/18/1644. The births were: Frantz Zwick on 10/3/1686 to Johannes Zwik and Maria Dehertz; Cypriani Zwick on 4/13/1693 to Thomas Zwick and Anna Martin. Frantz Zwick on 10/15/1694 to Thomas Zwick and Anna Martin; Joanna Zwick on 10/11/1696 to Thomas Zwick and Anna Martin. Jacob Zwick on 9/15/1698 to Thomas Zwick and Anna Martin; and Maria Zwick on 3/12/1701 to Thomas Zwick and Anna Martin.


The deaths listed for Gunzesreid on LDS microfilm #0598552 are sent by Peter C. Zwick of Ohio: Jacob Zwicken who died 10/5/1671. Jacob Zwick died 3/2/1694. Thomas Zwick died 10/12/1697 ex griad (?). Frantz Zwick died 6/18/1701. And Conradus Zwikl (Zwick), who died 7/21/1666. His father was Baltazar Zwickl (Zwick). 


It is interesting that in one record Balthas Swick is listed in 1751 as coming to  Pennsylvania. Balthas Schwickes, 1751. PA;  Pennsylvania German Pioneers, Vol. I, 1727 – 1808, by Ralph Beaver Strassburger and William John Hinke, Genealogical Publishing Co., Inc, 1980. This book lists  Balthas Swick on ship “Beulah” from Rotterdam, coming to Pennsylvania (Heraldry@heraldico.com). A second book states that Balthias Swick came to Pennsylvania in 1753 (Ralph Beaver Strassburger, Pennsylvania German Pioneers: A Publication of the Original Lists of Arrivals in the Port of Philadelphia from 1727-1808, edited by William John Hinke, Norristown, PA, Pennsylvania German Society, Genealogical Publishing Co., Baltimore, 1964 -Source: Pat Irvine).

Peter C. Zwick of Ohio states that “no Zwicks were born in Gunzesried after April 1666 until May 1670 (Franz Zwick)”. On  May 14, 1670, Franz Joseph Zwick was born and on July 27, 1670  Christiani Zwick was born, both to Jacob Zwick and Ann Röpp. He continues, “I found a Conradus Zwickh-father (?) to Baltazar Zwick, who died in Gunzesreid July 21, 1666 who could be Jacob Zwick’s father… The Thomas Zwick who died in Gunzesreid, Oct. 12, 1697 maybe from another town. He could be the son of the two Zwicks who disappeard – Johannes Conradus Zwick, b. 1664 and Johannes Christiani Zwick, b. 1711. Franz Joseph Zwick,. b. 1670, d. 1703, is listed as being ex-Zuntzalberad (?) in his 1698 marriage in Gunzesreid. Jacobus Zwick, 1693, son of Thomas Zwick and Anna… Franz Zwick died 1703 in Gunzesreid. Christiani Zwick, b. Oct. 16, 1701 was married to Brigitha.”  The Zwicks in Gunzesreid, Allgau went to Brüchweiler-Barenbach and vicinity which is Wasgau.

Brüchweiler-Bärenbach


Wasgau in the Rheinland-Pfalz today includes the villages Herzalben, Hinterweidenthal, Hauenstein, Busenberg, Gossersweiler-Stein, Nothweiler, Schoenau, Fischbach, Ludwigswinkel, Lemberg, Birkenhoerdt plus lots of castles and ruins such as those at Löwenburg, Hohenburg, Wegelnburg, Berwartstein, Fleckenstein, Froensbourg, Wasigenstein, Blumenstein, Langenburg, Vogelsburg, Guttenberg, Drachenfels, Lindelbrunn, Grafendahn, Altdahn, Falkenburg and Trifels. As a central city there is "Dahn". (Sce. Bernd Scheerer and www.genealogienete.de/reg/geo-reg.htm/#spessart).


Markus Weidenbach writes, “The (Lutheran) parish of Vorderweidenthal includes Busenberg, Darstein, Dimbach, Erlenbach, Lauterschwan, Oberschletten-bach, some houses of Nothweiler as well as some so-called "Einoeden" (solitudes). The parish books begin in 1684 (baptismal records) and 1686 (marriages).” Vorderweidenthal is important

because it was Lutheran and if Matthys Zwick, b. 1674 or his wife Veronica, or any of his children were born in Erlenbach in a Lutheran church, this would be the one. But in LDS microfilm #193201 Ev. Kirchenbuch, Vorderweidenthal, 1684-1910, read by Dennis A. Swick, there were no Zwicks listed up to 1726. Only in 1710- Johann Adam Lang appeared.


Peter Zwick of Dahn writes, “As far as I understand there is no connection between your family tree and ours. The date 1718 is proof, and this is the first date about Zwicks in our Region, which I have found”.


Christian Zwick writes, “ Hello Mr. Dennis Swick, my name is Christian Zwick and I am the nephew of Günther Zwick – the man you wrote your letter concerning your ancestor research. I will try to reply to your questions as good as I can. You wrote,  that your ancestors came from ERLENBACH in Germany. Erlenbach is located in Rheinland-Pfalz – in the south western area of Germany. Our Family has absolutely no connection to the family you mentioned. My apologies, but due to the fact that we don’t know anyone from that area we’re not able to help you.  Our family (Zwick) comes from the area around ULM - located in Baden-Wuertemberg between Stuttgart and Munich. 
I know my dad received a tin plate with our "family patch" for his 40th birthday. There his dad mentioned, that the patch is founded in Switzerland. So you might be right about our line. Just fascinating! I wish you all the best and good luck with your research! Sincerely, C. Zwick”.

So despite the fact that an Erlenbach exists in this region, Zwicks exist in this region, and a Lutheran Church exists in this region, this is not the region of Matthys and Veronica Zwick. The dates for Zwicks in this region are too recent.



The Zwick group in Brüchweiler-Bärenbach is related to Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany, Barbara Schwitzgebel, Lynn Coburger, Betty Burkhart Hartley,  John and Jean Swick, John T. Swick , and Eugene Smith. Near Brüchweiler-Bä.renbach is the castle Burg Fleckenstein. It had the following history: 1152 - given to the bishop of Speyer by Frederick I ; 1201 - a family of knights named after the castle appears; 1314 - destroyed through vandalism. After rebuilding, given to the Weissenburg monastery; 1453 - assigned to the "Kurpfalz House" ; 1472 - given to Heinrich Hartwig Eckbrecht von Dürckheim; 1480 - to the marshall Hans von Drott.; 1591 - burned down; 1641 - ruins given to Freiherrn von Waldenburg. (Translation from German by Renate Schnurr).


Gerhard Zwick of Germany sends the following regarding the Zwicks of Brüchweiler-Bärenbach, “ The information about the Zwick's here in the "Dahn Valley" coincide (with what I have). In the catholic church registers of Bruchweiler-Bärenbach, the first Zwick's in our area (Dahn Valley) can be found. This is confirmed by Peter Zwick (I had contact with Theo Zwick from Dahn). And it is also confirmed by Dennis A. Kastens ("Dahn Families", dakastens@sbcglobal.net).  The church registers of Dahn/ Erfweiler start only after 1690 and do not contain any Zwick names. I have no knowledge of any Zwick's before this time in Busenberg or other villages in the Dahn Valley. If there were some, then D.A. Kastens would have written it. The small village Erlenbach is a neighbour to Busenberg, some 10 km from Erfweiler, but Zwick's are not noted by D.A. Kastens there too. My predeccessor was Cyprian Zwick. Three generations later, Johannes Zwick (*1805) moved to Dahn in 1830 and then my grand-grand father Georg (*1845) married a girl here in Erfweiler in 1872. Ramberg/Eußerthal/ Albersweiler, which is only approx. 30 km from here”.(Source: Gerhard Zwick and http://www.erfweiler2.de/).


Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany (the Son of Theo Zwick) writes, “The first proof of the name Zwick in our Region is the marriage between Cyprian Zwick and Anna Maria Wachtel, at the 21.02.1718 in Niederschlettenbach (which is a village between Bruchweiler and Erlenbach, 2-3 miles west of Erlenbach. Both were Catholic.
The father of Cyprian was born in Bavaria, and his children were the first Zwicks in the area, known by my father. I have no information about Mathys Zwick and Veronica Wolle. The family names Woll and Wahl are very common in the Region. So it is possible. But due to war there are no church files from the region older than around 1695. So I have found no proof for a Mathys Zwick in my fathers files. But you have to know that he had always found his oldest relatives in our Region. So his further research was concentrated on the Catholics in Bavaria and not on protestants in Palatia. Sorry but have I no further information about Zwick in our Region before 1718”. 


On the LDS microfilm #400535 -Kathol. Kirche-Brüchweiler, 1700-1759 , read by Dennis A. Swick, the Zwicks found in 1720 were Francis Zwick, Margaretha Wachtlin, Cupriano Zwick. Then there is in 1744- Lannes Martin Zwick, Proviani Zwick, Francises Zwick; and 1748- Maria Eva Zwick, Francisci Zwick, Martino Zwick, and David Zwick. These connect with a list of names that Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany sent of those in Allgäu who went to Brüchweiler abt. 1720 like Johannes Andreas Zwick, b. 4/14/1665 or Thomas Zwick, b. 4/3/1668, m. 2/2/1692 Anna Maulin with children: Cypriani Zwick, b. 4/13/1693; Frantz Zwick, b. 10/18/1694; Joanna Zwick, b. 10/11/1696; Jacob Zwick, 9/18/1698 ex-Znutzalberad, Maria Zwick, b. 3/12/1701. For example: Cyprian Zwick, b. 4/3/1693, d. 1751, m. 2/21/1718 Anna Maria Wachtel, b. 1691 or 1697 . Pfarrei Niederschlettenbach (from 1500-1725, Dahn Families, by Dennis Allen  Kastens, 1998. E-mail:DAKASTENS@aol.com). The names of Jacob Swick and Thomas Swick could have their roots in the names Jacob Zwick and Thomas Zwick. Example, in the 1850 Federal Census for Warren, New Jersey there is an Elizabeth Swick, 40 (b. 1810), Jacob Swick, 41 (b. 1809) m. to Catharine, 34, (b. 1816). In the New Jersey Marriages there is a Thomas Swick married to Elizabeth Manning in 1797. 


Peter Zwick of Dahn, Germany sent the following information on May 9, 2004 regarding the Zwicks of Brüchweiler-Barenbach area of Germany that came from Gunzesreid. (1) Jakob Zwick, b. 1640, married Christina Rechin, born 1642 from Gunzesried, Allgäu; Pfarrei Seifriedsberg. Their children:(2). Anna Barbara Zwick, b. 12/5/1662. (2). Johannes Andreas Zwick, b. 4/14/1665.( it could be Conradus Zwick instead of Andreas. Dennis Kastens states, “The list omits Conrad and has Andreas”);

(2). Thomas Zwick, b. 4/3/1668, m. 2/2/1692 Anna Maulin. Gunzesried, Allgäu; Pfarrei Seifriedsberg. Then he married Anna Maul/Mnul? Their children were: (3). Cyprian Zwick, b. 4/3/1693, d. 1751, married 2/21/1718 Anna Maria Wachtel, b. 1691 or 1697 . Pfarrei Niederschlettenbach. 




Speaking of the Wachtel family, Jim Eller states the following: “The death of Mathias/Mathieu KUNTZ (sometime between 1762 and 1796 probably in Lorraine), who was born on 24 March 1732 in Brüchweiler, Pfalz, the son of Johann/Jean Georg /Georges  KUNTZ and Maria/Marie Ottilia/Odile WACHTEL. He was married at the Abbaye de Notre Dame in Sturzelbronn, Moselle, France on 18 January 1753”. Sturzelbronn, France is the same place that John Frederich Weisend, born 1715 Landstuhl, Germany, died in 1757 in Sturzelbronn, Lorraine, France married Anna Baloy, b. 1715 in Sturzelbronn, France. They had Anna Marie Weisend whose second husband was John Gasser born in Kaiserslautern, Germany. Later Barbara Weisand (1842) born in Monroe Co., OH married George F. Burkhart, b. 1839 in Bobenthal, Germany, d. 1908 in Malkaga Twp., Monroe Co., OH. And their daughter was Philomena (Minnie) Burkhart, b. 1867 in OH married to George Zwick, b. 1868 in OH (Sce. http://Freepages.history.rootsweb.com/~harringtonfamilies/weisland/htm).


Jim Eller continues, “Now Mathias/Matheu Kuntz’s wife was Marie Catherine PLATTNER of Sturzelbronn. (And) the death of Marie Catherine PLATTNER (sometime between 1762 and 1796 probably in Lorraine), who was born on 29 November 1719 in Kobret, a dependency of Sturzelbronn, Moselle, France, the daughter of Nicolas PLATTNER and Anna Elisabetha HAÜSER. (Plus) the birth of Francois KUNTZ (circa 1757-1765) who was the son of Mathias/Mathieu KUNTZ and Marie Catherine PLATTNER. Francois died on 14 April 1796 in Haspelschiedt, Moselle , France. (And lastly) the marriage of Francois KUNTZ and Agnes EHRMANN (circa 1790). Agnes was born 13 April 1764 in Haspelschiedt, Moselle , France and was the daughter of Jean EHRMANN and Reine GAUCH/GAUCHE. Agnes died in Haspelschiedt on 20 November 1811” (Sce. Lowell Kuntz). 



On LDS microfilm#637222, Catholic Church, Sturzelbronn, Moselle, France, 1690-1730, read by Dennis A. Swick, did not have any Zwicks but it did show the following:

1710- Simon Kuntz and Catharina Haüfrin were the patrinos; 1711- Joanna Ludouifia Scheineder, daughter of Joannes Joseph Scheineder and Margaretha Heizlongin; 1712- Maria Malloh, patrino: Joannes Lang; 1713- Maria Margaretha Schneider, daughter of Joseph Schnieder in Schniederberg; 1721- mentioned: Mariam Evam Kuntz, daughter of Joannis Kuntz and Anna Maria Mehnen.

Continuing on, Cyprian Zwick (1693) and Anna Maria Wachtel had children. Their children were: (4). David Zwick, (Son of Cyprian) b. 1720, d. 04.07.1772, m. Margarete Sauer  from Pfarrei Dahn and Brüchweiler. Their children were: (5). Elisabeth Zwick, b. 2/25/1752. married 1/15/1776 Johannes Nauer, Dahn 127. Then Cyprian and Anna Maria Zwick had (4). Jakob Zwick,b. 1722, d. 8/16/1776, m. 1/21/1765 married Angela Bernzott from Pfarrei Fischbach. Their children were: (5). Johannes Zwick, b. 2/19/1776 in Fischbach, Rheinland-Pfalz, Germany, married 4/23/1792 Maria Klemm. 


Then Cyprian and Anna Maria Zwick had: (4). Johann Martin Zwick, b. 1725, d. 11/14/1781, m. 11/24/1744 Anna Barbara Burkhart, b. 4/14/1724, d. 1789. Pfarrei Brüchweiler. Their children were: (5). Eva Zwick, b. 9/22/1778, m. 11/16/1778 Friederich Paul, b.1750, d. 11/22/1790 in St-Amt Bundenthal and (5). Michael Zwick, b. 1759, d. 2/5/1816, m. 11/20/1792 A. Maria Kiefer, d. 3/17/1821. Then Cyprian and Anna Maria Zwick had: (4). Johannes Zwick, b. 1728, d. 10/6/1784, m. 2/3/1756 Barbara Schuber, b. 1738, d. 4/2/1783. From Pfarrei Brüchweiler. Their children were: (5). Johannes Zwick, b. 10/27/1756; (5). David Zwick, b. 11/27/1767 and (5). Katharina Zwick, b. 3/26/1760. Then Cyprian and Anna Maria Zwick had (4). Peter Zwick, b. 1732, d. 1/27/1773, m. 1/30/1758 Magdalena Paul. Pfarrei Brüchweiler. Their children were: (5). Anton Zwick, b. 5/7/1761, m. Katharina Burkhard. Anton  Zwick married a second wife in 1803.  Their child was: (6). Wendelin Zwick, b. 1/21/1799 m. Katharina, b. 1801. Johannes and Barbara Schuber then had:  (5). Anna Maria Zwick, b. 3/24/1764 and (5). Simon Zwick, b. 12/10/1767 m. Margarete Burkhart. Then Cyprian and Anna Maria Zwick had (4). Maria Margaret Zwick, b. 12/14/1736, m. Andreas Becker; (4). Katherine Zwick, d. 6/20/1731; (4). Maria Anna Zwick, b. 4/29/1734, d. 3/14/1744. Thomas and Anna Maulin Zwick then had: (3). Franz Zwick, b. 10/7/1694, d. 11/14/1781, married 1/31/1720 Margarte Wachtel, b. 10/24/1700 (Wachtel becomes Wachlin). Their Children were: (4). Johannes Zwick, b. 11/3/1720, d. 3/7/1735; (4). Maria Eva Zwick, b. 9/30/1723, m. Josef Goll of Shindard; (4). Maria Margareta Zwick, b. 8/11/1727, m. Johannes Burkhart; (4). Johann Michael Zwick, b. 2/8/1730, m. 1/28/1755 Katherine Huber. Thomas Johann Zwick (Son of Wendelin), b.1/17/1789, m. 3/4/1810 Anna Maria Schied,  b: Abt. 1791 in Prussia, Rheinland, Mehren Dahn,Germany  m: March 04, 1810 in Bundenthal,Rheinland-Pfalz,Germany. Possible connection: Thomas Zwick maybe Johann Thomas Zwick, a brother of Magdalena Zwick who married Frances Joseph/Jacob Singer on 2/10/1834.They were from the Erlenbach area near Brüchweiler-Barenbach, Germany. Witnesses to the marriage: Michael Singer and Johann Thomas Zwick. Records found in Brüchweiler Catholic Church near Erlenbach on page 16, Entry no. 3, for 1834. Jacob Singer and Magdalena Zwick Singer settled in Noble County, OH or Monroe County, OH. (Source:  Dr. Thomas J. Singer). Thomas Johann and Anna Maria Zwick’s children were: (7). Michael Zwick, b. 1811 and  (7). Johann Philipp Zwick, b. 11/18/1791.

Now MyFamily.com lists: (7). Michael Zwick (1811) married Katherine Burkhard (which would be the Catherine above). Their children were: (8) Matilda (Tillie) Zwick, b: June 06, 1835 in ,Bavaria,Germany;  d: June 18, 1907 in OH. married George Michael Burkhart, b: February 1831 in Bobenthal,Bavaria, Germany m: Abt. 1855,  d: May 16, 1908 (she might be the Odile listed above); (8) Martin Zwick, 1837-1898; (8) Marx (Marquis) Zwick,  b: April 25, 1838 in Bruchweiler, Bavaria, Germany,  d: January 25, 1925 in Louisville, Stark, OH. Married Barbara Hupp,  b: December 09,1844 in Fulda, Noble,OH  m: February 11, 1867 in Fulda, Noble, OH , d: March 05,1913 in Zanesville, Muskingum, OH; (8) (Francis) Joseph Zwick,  b: December 18, 1842 in Germany  married Mary Schoeppner, b. December 20, 1847  m: November 06, 1867 in Fulda, Noble,OH; (8) Barbara Ann Zwick,  b: May 20, 1845 in Bavaria, Germany; d: March 07, 1933 in Spokane, WA. Married John Pete Kuhn, b: March 24, 1841 in Rimling, France; d: December 12, 1913 in Spokane, WA; (8) John I. Zwick , b: February 26, 1847 in Bundenthal, Bavaria, Germany  and christened 12/22/1848 in Bruchweiler, Pfalz, Germany (he is not on the list above. Baker,  b: March 02, 1867 in OH.  m. October 14, 1890 in Monroe, OH;  d: September 07, 1900 in Franklin Twp., Monroe, OH. Rosa’s  mother was Mildred Schott; daughter of Edward John Schott & Mary Agnes Baker (Becker). Grandmother: Mary Agnes Baker; daughter of Joe Baker (Becker) & Mary Louisa Zwick. Mary Louisa Zwick: daughter of Martin Zwick & Margaret Ann Hohman.  Eugene Smith  says that in 1900, John Zwick owned a farm in Stuebenville City Franklin Twsp.,Monroe Co., OH with wife of 10 yrs. Rosie (33) and children: (9)Lizzie Zwick ; (9) Albert A. Zwick ; and (9) Joseph E. Zwick (Ernest Joseph) (4 months). John came to Ohio 48 years earlier in 1832. He was a naturalized citizen. Adjacent farms: brother Peter Zwick and George Zwick, lived nearby

Peter Zwick, b. 4/5/1778, d. 1/21/1862, m. 2/23/1805 Katharina Kunz, b. 1783, d. 10/20/1846. Pfarrei Brüchweiler. Peter and Katherine Zwick’s children were: (6). Johann Peter Zwick, Pittsburgh, USA; (6). Lorenz Zwick, b. 1806, d. 1856, m. Elisabeth Kunz, Cincinnati, USA; (6). Anna Maria Zwick, b. 11/4/1810; (6). Thomas Zwick, b. 1818, d. 1855, m. Second child was (6) Steven Zwick born 10-9-1813. Third child was (6) John Thomas Zwick born 3-11-1817. Fourth child was (6) Laurentius Zwick (birth date unknown) married Elizabeth Kuntz. Fifth Child (6) John Adam Zwick born 11-17-1823. Sixth child (6) Michael Zwick born 7-12-1828. John T. Zwick and Veronica Nauer married 7-25, 1848 in Brüchweiler. Veronica Nauer, daughter of Martin Nauer and Anna Maria Mader , born 12-9-1810 in Brüchweiler. Their first child was (5) John Peter Zwick (data unknown). This is what is recorded: Franz Wilhelm Zwick, comes to PA abt. 1770-72, marries Magdalena and has: Maria Elizabeth Zwick, b. 11/27/1770 who married George Burrell, b. 1700 in Erlenbach, Germany; Catherine Zwick, b. 5/18/1772; Magdalena Zwick, b. 9/13/1772 in Pennsylvania.
