Zwicks of Tirol and Austria

From 1526 to 1527, the Habsburg dynasty was united. Some hold that those of the Habsburg family were Roman Catholic and supported the Roman Catholic Empire. Their Empire included the countries of France and Austria. Understanding the genealogical makeup of the Habsburg family will help in understanding better what the Thirty Year War was all about. We have Charles V, the Emperor of Spain. Spain was very loyal to the Roman Catholic Church and upheld whatever the Holy Roman Empire did. All of those born of this Habsburg line were pro-

Roman Catholic. The Spanish Habsburgs, through Philip II of Spain, tried to form alliances through numerous marriage ties. But the Austrian Habsburgs did not give the Spanish Habsburgs the assistance they needed.

Zwicks of Austria


The duchy of Swabia became part of Habsburg ownership in 1268. This event triggered  the southwest part of Germany to become Habsburg lands. In the 14th and 15th centuries the area was known as the "vorderen Lande" or "Vorlande". From the 16th century on it was known as "Vorderösterreich". It has been translated as "The Austrian Forelands". It included part of the county of Sundgau in Upper Alsace, the ten cities in Alsace known as the Dekapolis, Ortenau, Breisgau, the Black Forest, the forest cities of the upper Rhine River as well as Swabian Austria., and land of Upper and Lower Swabia on the Danube River. In 1648, the Alsace became part of France. And in 1801 to

Now some of the Wüerttemberg Zwicks went to Austria . First, there was Ewald Zwick, b. 10/13/1798 in Waldhausen (Wuerttemberg). He went to Austria. (Source: Trudy Schenk and Ruth Froelke, Wuerttemberg Emigration Index – Vol. I-VIII, Salt Lake City, UT, 1986. Sent by: Pat Irvine). Looking at Austria, Sylvia Zwick writes,
“I remember my father-in-law told me 25 years ago that he thought this Johannes Zwick came from Wuerttemberg, Germany! [A village with Zwicks in it is] Pischelsdorf (district of Tulln) close to the village where my husband and his ancestors came from. The community (municipality) is Zwentendorf”. She also writes, “Johann Zwick lived in Kapelln (Austria) and supposedly came from Germany. He married Theresia. The church where they married was in Kapelln, Lower Austria.  He was born sometime around 1800. Johannes Zwick and Theresia’s child was Barbara Zwick. She was single but had Leopold Zwick, born 2/26/1869. He married Rosalia Weiss in 1863. Then Leopold Zwick and Rosalia had: Leopold Zwick (1895-1929); Josefa Zwick (1892-1911); Theresia Zwick (b.1893); Johann Zwick (b.1903); Rosalia Zwick (b.1904); and Maria Zwick (b.1905)” (Source: Andreas and Sylvia Zwick of Austria).

Christoph and Alice Zwick of Austria also sent information stating that Walter Zwick (Christoph’s father) was born in Carintha, Austria on May 25, 1941. His father was Vincenz Zwick also born in Carintha in 1891. These Zwicks from Carinthia came from Gailtal, which is a valley in Carinthia, Austria.
