Much thanks from Dennis A. Swick goes to the names listed below in this research. It should also be stated that LDS is an abbreviation for the Latter Day Saints. The number of their microfilm is listed just in case a check wants to be made. Dennis A. Swick, as of 3/22/2006, has still not been able to locate the whereabouts of Mathys Zwick, his wife, or children who he has been searching for. They are suppose to be from Erlenbach.
Zwicks of Mayen/Trier


In Mayen, which is near the connection of the rivers Mosel and Rhein, Peter C. Zwick of Ohio writes that in the late 1600’s to early 1700’s the Zwicks lived here.

Mayen (Rheinland), was a former province of Trier which is just north of  the Mosel River near Koblenz. Markus Zwick of Germany sends the following, “I was able to trace back my own roots to a very old Zwick family here in the surroundings of Koblenz, some 150 kilometers north from the Palatine area. Their origin goes back to the 15th century. My first known ancestor is Arnold Zwick, born about 1430, inhabitant of Nickenich. He was a jury member at the local court and he was married to Greta (Margaretha). His descendants can be found in  Obermendig 1531, Mayen city 1654, Bell near Mayen 1655 (this is where my Zwick come from), Eich near Andernach 1660, Thür near Mayen 1670, and Wehr 1690 (from there to Rheinbrohl and Hammerstein).They were purely catholic and it is very unlikely there is a relation to the Palatine Zwick family”.


On LDS microfilm #584862 is the Catholic Church records of Hetzerath (Kr. Wittlich) but because it goes from 1787 to 1833, these records were not researched.


On LDS microfilm #1336847 item 3 Catholic Church Föhren (Kr. Trier),

read by Dennis A. Swick, had the book, Familien und Hauschronik Faha-1688-1975
that had no Zwicks or Wolles listed. It also did not list the names of Marcus. But Erlenbach was mentioned in 1696, Maria Odilie. In 1724 and 1750 it mentioned Matthia, in Erlebach. In 1665 to 1678 it mentioned names like Peter or Vicenz in Irlebach. And it mentioned Anna Christina Hahn in Ehlenbach and Von H. Peter and Dorothea Culmann in Erlenbach. But Mathys Zwick/Swick born 1674 was not mentioned. 


On LDS microfilm #1336869 item 4, Kath. Kirche Sehlem, Trier,  (Kr. Wittlich), Family Book , 1581-1798, read by Dennis A. Swick, it had 1881- Peter Joseph Schweich married Isabella Geiler. Their children were: Johann Schweich, 1882; Anna Maria Schweich, 1884, married Georg Hanensheim; 1799- Maria Schwickenash; 1800, Matth. Zwick married Anna Dominious. Their children were: 1800- Christina Zwick, 1805- Maria Zwick, 1808- Joh. Zwick;1786- Matthias Zwick married Catharine Plabsch; 1796- Matthias Zwick married Anna Weber; 1762- Catharina married Bernhard Zweck; 1764- Nicolaus Zwick whose parents were: Bernhard Zwick and Anna Catharina, witness: Barbara Zwick.


On LDS microfilm #466729 Catholic Church Föhren (Kr. Trier), Hertzrath (Kr. Wittlich) 1644-1747, has records that should be looked at.


Peter C. Zwick of Ohio sends the following information from LDS microfilm #585914, item 1,2,3,4 (which are 2 separate microfilms), Kathol. Kirche, Sankt Clement, Mayen: (1) Jois (Johannes) Zwick married Plena in 1650. They had a: (2) daughter on 4/19/1654. Their second child was: (2) Antoni Zwick, b. 2/26/1656. And their third child was: (2) daughter born 4/28/1657. Their fourth was: (2) Antoni Zwick, b. 1656, d. 5/9/1705  and married Gertrude Cavenheim, d. 3/24/1696 They married on 2/17/1697. Their children were: (3) Jois Leonardis Zwick, b. 9/7/1681; (3) daughter, b. 6/24/1684; (3) Aldelheidus Zwick, b. 1/20/1686; (3) Anna Catherina Zwick, b. 10/28/1688; (3) Matthias Zwick, b. 10/7/1692; (3) Andreas Zwick, b. 3/22/1694, d. 1704; (3) Joannes Zwick, b. 12/17/1697; (3) Hermandus Zwick, b. 1/26/1699, d. 1732 married Anna Wilhelmi. Their children were: (4) Gertrudis Zwick, b. 11/16/1731 and (4) Maria Magdalena, b. 4/1725. Joannes Antoni and Gertrude Zwicks other children were:(3) Maria Zwick, b. 5/14/1701; and (3) Stephanus Zwick, b. 2/10/1703. Peter C. Zwick also says that the were other Zwicks in Mayen. The German custom was to name the first child after the godparent, but sometimes all the children were named after the godparent. For example, on 6/10/1662, Plena, who was the spouse of Jois (Johannes) Zwick, was a godparent for a child born that date. On 3/20/1663, Apollonia, the wife of Joannes Zwicken (which could possibily Zwick as such endings were given to the children in German) was a godparent on this date. Regarding Joannes Zwick and Apolonia (which is not listed before) they have a daughter on 2/17/1664 whose godparent was Catharina. On 12/1668 they have a son whose godparent was Sebastian. On 5/15/1665 they have a son whose godparent was Joannes. And on 1673, they have a son whose godparent was Mathias. Peter C. Zwicks thinks that it is very possible that the Matthias Zwick, b. 1674 (that I am looking for) could be this one.  So in essence it would be: Johannes Zwick married Plena in 1650 in Mayen. Johannes Zwick married Apolonia in 1662 after Pena died. Johannes and Apolonia then had: Catharina Zwick, 1664; Johannes Zwick, 1665; Sebastian Zwick, 1668; and Mathias Zwick, 1673. 

The deaths in Mayen are next listed by Peter C. Zwick as: Gertrudus, d. 3/24/1696, wife of Antoni Zwick; Andreas Zwick, d. 5/18/1704, son of Antoni Zwick; Antoni Zwick, d. 5/9/1705; Stephanus Zwick, d. 5/25/1706; and Hermmanius Zwick, d. 6/1732.

Volker Durben on www.durben-web.de/gedoom/index/ind0807.html shows there were Zwicks listed in Wehr, Germany. Wehr lies in the western part of Germany. It is west of river Rhein and north of the river Mosel between the city Koblenz and Bonn. It's about 3km to the lake Laacher See. The Zwicks were and are Catholic. There was Johannes Zwick married to Agnes Reuter. Their daughter was: Anna  Katharina Zwick, b. 1689. The names listed are: Maria Zwick, 1895; Maria Zwick, 1889; Maria Anna Zwick, 1882; Maria Anna Zwick, 1862; Maria Anna Zwick, 1808; Maria Elisabeth Zwick; Maria Magdalena Zwick, 1887; Magdalena Zwick, 1847; Magdalena Zwick, 1836; Magdalena Zwick, 1822; Matthias Zwick, 1813; Matthias Zwick, 1780; Matthias Josef Zwick, 1880; Nobert Zwick; Peter Zwick, 1824; Peter Zwick, 1855; Peter Zwick, 1852; Peter Josef Zwick, 1829; Philipp Zwick; Potentin Zwick, 1894; Renate Zwick; Servatius Zwick, 1700; Thomas Zwick; and Wilhelm Zwick.


Then on http://home.mchsi.com/~gregdienhart/tree/a1.htm it has the following:
Paul Rheinhold Zwick- was born about 23 Sep 1868 in Alsace, Lorraine, France, died on 23 May 1897, about age 28, and was buried on 26 May 1897 in Graceland, Cook, Illinois. 

He died from typhiod fever at age 28. Paul married Minnie Hasse in 1890 in Chicago, Cook, Illinois. She was 16 when she got married. Minnie Haase-[15] was born about 1874 in Hessen , Germany and died in Sep 1916 in Pontiac , Illinois, about age 42. Her father Thomas Haas was born in 1854 in New Trier, Rhineland, Germany. 

He worked as a tailor.The name Hass is listed on LDS microfilm #1336641, Erbach, Lutheran church, 1830-1875, read by Dennis A. Swick, 1834-Gottlieb Haas; 1839- Georg Haas.  The children from this marriage of Paul Rheinhold and Minnie Zwickwere: 

Lillian Henrietta Zwick -[6] (born on 7 Jan 1897 Chicago, Cook, Illinois - died on 12 Jun 1954 , buried in Graceland, Cook, Illinois); Louise Lidia Zwick -[42] (born on 10 Mar 1892 Chicago, Cook, Illinois); Martha Zwick -[41] (born on 10 Feb 1894 Chicago, Cook, Illinois.

From Gerd Wyrwas, translated by Renate Schnurr, there is the following:

“Hello Dennis Swick! I am attaching a file with a copy from the family records from Niedermendig-Obermendig-Bell. On this page, there are two birth dates listed for a Matthias Zwick. However, neither one was born around 1674, and no marriage is mentioned. The name, Zwick, also occurs in a neighboring town of Bell in Thüring (East Germany). Johann Zwick his wife Katharina Schmitt had children baptized there starting in 1671. I found this listing in the family records from Kell, Katharina Schmitt's place of birth. Unfortunately, I don't have any records for Thür. Sincerely, Gerd Wynwas.”

Gerd Wyrwas of Germany sends the following from: “Familienbuch Niedermendig-Obermendig-Bell Seite 1050”: (1) Johann Zwick , b. 1633 married Gertrud Küntgen, d. 3/27/1710 in Bell a widow. They were married in 1658. Johann served in Maria Laach as a smith for 3 years. He lived in Maria Laach from 1652 to 1655. Their children were: (2) Johann Zwick b. 12/9/1658; Matthäus Zwick, b. 5/30/1660; (2) Peter Zwick, b. 2/20/1662; (2) Jodocus Zwick, b. 2/27/1667; (2) Peter Zwick, b. 2/17/1675 had (3) Maria Magdalena Zwick, b. 9/15/1702. (1) Anton Zwick married Maria Jäger in 1691 in Bell and they had: (2) Anton Zwick, 4/27/1691; (2) Matthias Zwick, b. 3/30/1695; (2) Stephan Zwick, 12/31/1698 in Bell. And from1744 is listed Margarete Zwick who married Peter Klüppel in 1797. Peter Klüppel was the son of Josef Klüppel and Gertrud geb. Juchemich.

It is of interest to see there are two Peter Zwicks listed here, one in 1662 and the other in 1675 (after the Jodocus Zwick of 1667). There is 13 years between these two Peter Zwicks. It was a custom that when one child died the name was given to the next child after the death. Perhaps Peter Zwick of 1662 died around 12 years of age and Peter Zwick of 1675 was named after him.


And the same might be true of (1) Peter Sr. Swick, b. 8/18/1743 (1st Reformed Church of Raritan, Somerville, NJ. Married Anna according to Margaret Wright Covert. Anna is possibly his first wife and Margaret his second. He and Anna married 9/15/1766. He was born in Montgomery Twsp., Somerville, Somerset Co. , NJ. Christened 8/18/1743 in First Reform Church Raritan, Somerville, Somerset, NJ, and died in 1821 in Shamokin Twsp., Northumberland Co., PA). They had a son named (2)Peter Swick, b. 1772, in Bethlem Twsp., Hunterdon Co, NJ. (Son of Peter Swick and Anna. Wit: None. Source: PARISH REGISTER Of The GERMAN REFORMED CHURCH ALEXANDRIA, HUNTERDON COUNTY, NEW JERSEY 1763 – 1802. Baptismal Records 1763 – 1802 (Source: Pat Irvine)) and a  (2) Peter Swick, b. 1787 (and some put 1789) in New Jersey, (Lowell Thomas writes, “It shows Peter Jr. and in one case his age verified the 1787 birth year”. In Swicks, Kosciusko Co., Indiana by Eleanor Byrnes  and Norman Swick, 1979, has information). 

 Now because of the long period of time between births and that no one knows who Peter Swick of 1787 parents are, one thought is that there is another Peter Swick around 1743 in NJ. But the searches done of NJ have not turned up another Swick family that coincides with the birth of Peter Swick of 1787 who went to Indiana. So it is possible that the Peter Zwick of 1772 died and the Peter Swick of 1787, 17 years later, was named for him. The Peter Swick of 1772 is not mentioned again after his birth. 
North Westphalia, Germany

In northern Germany there are also Zwicks in Westphalia. On LDS microfilm #0473374 of Ovenstadt, located in North Westphalia, Germany the name is spelled both Swick and Zwick. Peter C. Zwick of Ohio lists the Zwicks/Swicks given . Taken from a microfish is the following: (1) Johann Cord Zwick (Swick), b. 1670, m. 9/1694 Brockmeyers in Ovenstaedt, Westfalen, Germany. Their children were: (2) Martinus Zwick, b. 2/1695; (2) Cord Hindrich Zwick, b. 1696; (2) Johann Detrich Zwick, b. 1698; (2) Johann Hinrich Zwick, b. 1701; (2) Cord Heinrich Zwick, 1704; (3) Cord Hinrich Zwick, b. 1705 (probably the first Cord Heinrich of 1704 died); (2) Cord Herman Zwick, b. 1708; (2) Johann Otto Zwick, b. 1711. And these were Evangelists: 1694- Johann Cord Swik; 1701- Jost Heinrich Zwick; 1704- Engolcka Zwick; and 1713- Johann Diderich Zwick.


And Salewski Hambergen on www.genealogienete.de states that Johann Cord Zwick (1670) in Ovenstadt was the father of Jost Hinrich Zwick, 1698 in Ovenstädt, Confession: Evangelist. Jost Hinrich Zwick married Maria Hedewig Gehle, b. 1703 in Bohnborst. They married 8/19/1726 in Lavelslon. No children are recorded. Now above the Johann Cord Zwick’s son is listed as Johann Detrich Zwick, b. 1698 not Jost Hinrich Zwick. Above Jost Heinrich Zwick is born in 1701 so more investigation needs to be done.


In Buchtenkirchen Lesum and Bramstedt in Bremen (Northwest Germany), there is Marie Zwick who is the mother of Wilhelmine Margarethe Zwick b. 12/11/1842 in Kirchdorf. (Source: www.dhlyne.ofb.de).


In the German Telephone Internet listing there are 9 Wolles living in Bremen and Weyhe and there are 10 Zwicks living in Bremen such as at Bremen 28205 and 6 Kaisers
are listed living in Bremen in 2005.


Another place where Zwicks are mentioned in relationship to the port at Bremen. In the book Germans to America, Series II, Ira A. Glazier, Scholarly Resource Inc., Delware, it lists as follows:

There is: Wilhelm August Hermann Ferdinand Zwick, born 13 JUL 1826 in Grossenheerse, Westphalia; Germany, death: 17 APR 1897 in Adams Co, IN;  Burial: St. John’s Cemetery, Bingen, Adams Co, IN; Note: In 1877 Wilhelm donated $235.00 towards the building of the new Friedheim church. Father: Gerhard Heinrich Zwick ; Mother: Sophia Dorothea Elisabeth Schroeder b: 13 FEB 1797 in Buchholz Petershagen, Westphalia, Prussia (Evangelisch);Marriage: Sophie Wilhelmine Louise Witte, b: 2 MAY 1835 in Windheim 33, Minden, Westphalia, Germany. Married: 16 DEC 1853 in Freidheim, Adams, IN Zion. Children: Heinrich Karl Wilhelm Zwick, b: 9 SEP 1854 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN; Wilhelm Conrad Christian Zwick, b: 20 MAR 1857 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN; Friedrich Dietrich Jakob Zwick, b: 4 NOV 1858 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN; Charles Friedrich Wilhelm Zwick,  b: 22 MAR 1860 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN; Minna Sophia Louisa Zwick, b: 31 MAY 1862 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN; Maria Louise Wilhelmine Zwick, b: 5 DEC 1864 in Adams Co, IN; Wilhelmine Carolina Dorothea Zwick, b: 8 DEC 1866 in Fort Wayne, Allen Co, IN ; Ludwig Edward August Zwick, b: 13 FEB 1868 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN ; Sophie Elise Zwick, b: 4 APR 1870 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN; Edward Carl Heinrich Conrad Zwick,  b: 18 AUG 1873 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN; and Emma Sophie Marie Wilhelmine Zwick, b: 5 SEP 1877 in Root Township, Adams Co, IN.
Tana McDuffie writes, “ Aloha, Dennis,  Charles Zwick, b. June 8, 1819 in Grossenheerse, Buchholz, Prussia was the son of Gerhard Zwick. Sophie's father (Sophie married Gerhard Zwick) was Johann Friedrich Ludewig Schroeder-Vulie b. May 12, 1765 in Buchholz Petershagen, Westphalia , Prussia. Her mother was Marie Elisabeth Koenemann b. 1770. Sophie and Gerhard (Zwick) were married Feb. 28, 1817 in Prussia. I'm not sure about where the remaining children were born although I do know that Caroling was born on Nov. 1, 1831 and Sophie was born on June 18, 1840.  When their German names were Americanized Carl Heinrich Friedrich became Charles and Wilhelm August Hermann Ferdinand became William. I am unable to find any further reference to their daughter, Sophie”. [Note: Westphalia is mentioned].
