 I say ‘black’ you say ‘white.’  I say ‘old’ you say ‘young.’  I say ‘hamburger’ you 
say ‘french fries.’  My intuition tells me that when most folks hear the word 
“Christmas” they associate it with a tree,  Santa Claus, or presents. 
 
 More times then I care to admit, when I hear the word Christmas I associate  it 
with the giving and receiving of gifts, not the incarnation of God in Jesus Christ.   
It gives me great joy to be able to give my children many of the gifts they want.  
Any gift related to animated videos and DVD’s is manna from heaven for my son 
Christopher.  Any gift related to horses or “American Girl Dolls” cheers the heart 
of my daughter, Carson. 
 
 We all appreciate those gifts we receive that indicate the giver took time and  
energy to choose something that is especially meaningful to us.  Maybe it is a book 
they know we will like, or a piece of jewelry, a CD, a photograph, a plant, a game 
ticket, a stamp or coin for an ongoing collection, home made food, a piece of art, or 
a Cuban cigar. 
 
 The incarnation of Jesus is a gift intended to bring us abundant life, forgiveness of 
sin, and the abiding strength and presence of the holy whoever we are and wherever 
we are.  The astonishing story of the birth of Christ is the setting for the beginning 
of our relationship with Immanuel (God with us). 
 
 In Jesus, God reveals himself  by becoming intimately involved in our lives.  God 
becomes like one of us.  He laughs and cries, struggles and hopes, works and plays, 
worships and prays and lives and dies as one of us.  Jesus is our companion on the 
way. In him we experience the fullness of life.  This gift doesn’t remain under the 
tree, nor is it consigned to the toy box, instead it transforms us to forgive and be 
forgiven.  It transforms us  to show mercy and pity.  It transforms us to work for  
justice and peace.  It helps us realize what love God has for his creation. 
 
 Come celebrate the incarnation of God on December 24th at either 4:30 p.m. or 
10:30 p.m.  Sing the familiar carols, listen to God’s holy word, and receive the gift 
of the bread of heaven and the cup of salvation. Merry Christmas!
