He had found himself in 1968. it was the year that he preserved the legacy of his work. However, lots of his original artworks were brought to America in 1981 and had been scattered over the world. Nowadays, his collections have been brought all over the world by a lots kinds of media, such as TV, books, exhibitions. He was my favorite artist, M.C. Escher.

“Ascending & Descending” is one of my favorite artwork. In this artwork, we can see there were many soldiers keep on going down the stairs on the staircase, but they can never get to the ground floor.

Escher was born in Leeuwarden, the North of Netherlands. He interested in art since he was young and he has tried many kinds of art. I think Escher had an amazing imaginative power, and his mind of space have never been controlled by anything. That’s why he became more and more famous.

Actually, it didn’t make sense and the construction was impossible, so, his mind couldn’t make use of our daily life, but we can enjoy the illusion that we can find in his artworks, they can make the artworks more interesting and funny. For examples, “Belvedere”, “Waterfall” and my favorite — “Ascending and descending”.  

1955-1972 is the stage that Escher became recognition and success, he had done about 35 numbers of artworks in this period of time and all of them have different features, including “Waterfall”, “Belvedere” and “Ascending & descending”. However, all of the artworks were make use of optical illusion. On the other side, regular divisions of the plane was another features of some of his works, it was called “tessellation”. It means that there are many numbers of closed shapes that completely cover the plane without overlap and it won’t leave any gaps on it, just like “Day and Night”, “Sky and Water” and “Development”, they were all admirable.

Hopefully, if I have money, I will buy some original artworks of Escher and use them to decorate my bedroom such as what we can see in the artworks, admirable and illusion. If there is an exhibition of Escher’s artworks, I must take this opportunity to see all the artworks. However, nowadays, we are not necessary to go to taste them from abroad, we can also find all of his artworks on the Internet in form of image, or even video, it is very convenience, is it?
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
