LESSON PLAN - Weather Around the Globe (p. 2)

Module: The World Around Us

Unit: The Weather Report

Level: S2

Time: All activities 4-6 lessons

Aims:
1. To present and practise vocabulary for weather

2. To practise scan reading for specific information while browsing

3. To illustrate grammatical structure for talking about the weather

4. To acknowledge the effect of environment on people

5. To use a search engine and look for information 

6. To make a weather broadcast using Microsoft PowerPoint

Materials:

1. Activity Sheet 1 - 4

2. Power Point Slide Show: weather.ppt
Procedure:

Pre-computer:

1. Teacher uses the prepared slide show to introduce the topic and weather words for describing the sky. (Slide 1 - 9)
2. Teacher compares the nouns and adjectives used for describing weather. (Slide 10)
3. Teacher elicits the grammatical structures: It will be + ADJECTIVE; There will be + NOUN (Slide 11 - 16)
4. Teacher draws students attention to words related with temperature and humidity. (Slide 17 - 23)
5. Students complete Activity 1[A] and classify weather words into good and bad weather. (Slide 24)
6. Teacher checks students understanding of the target structures. Students find words to complete: “The weather will be ___. It will be ___. There will be lightning and ___. (Slide 25)
7. Teacher points out that other nouns can take the place of ‘it’: e.g. The weather will be hot; the temperature will be high, etc.

8. The class completes Activity 1[B]. This is either a consolidation activity or a diagnostic activity. (Slide 26 - 27)
9. Activity 2 gives a practical use of conditional sentences. The planning of activities may depend on the condition of the weather.
10. Activity 3 is a reading comprehension activity for introducing the content of a weather report and common language / vocabulary used for reporting the weather.
Computer: Activity 4 (Project)
1. Students follow the printed instructions to get into the Internet. (Teacher can refer to the web pages to check out the links to click. Please note that the layout of the Yahoo homepage may change from time to time but the items under the search button remains there.)

2. Teacher points out that the aim of Activity 4 [A] is to familiarize students with one weather website. It is in preparation for Activity [C], which is a freer Task. It also aims to consolidate the vocabulary in Activity 1[A].
3. Teacher shows students how to conduct a search by typing the name of the city in the box under “New Location Search” and clicking the search button.

4. Students work individually to complete Activity 4 [B]. They check that they have the right information by comparing with a partner. (Teacher can do the search with the students and fill in the information on Slide 28. Click the mouse right button to enable the “pen”.) 

5. Students complete Activity 4 [C]. This can be made competitive by searching the information and finishing the activity first. (Slide 29)
6. Students follow the instructions and finish Activity 4 [D]. This may be done as group activity. Each group of students is assignment an area (by continent, country, etc.) to look up the weather.

7. When students are working at the computer, teacher monitors if students are on task.

8. Before finishing with the computers, students save work onto a disk or print it out.
Post-computer:

Teacher asks the class to report on what they have done. Students compile the information and prepare a slide for a different city to be presented as the weather programme, "Weather Around the Globe".


NOTE:


Instead of doing the Internet search, students can use the weather forecast in the newspaper to complete the activity.


The presentation can be a radio weather broadcast with students reading out the script.
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
