LESSON PLAN - Unit 10: Animals


Level: S1 
Time: All tasks 4 lessons

Aims:
1. To learn some Internet basics for searching the web

2. To read about animals and compare their characteristics

3. To write a paragraph about an animal

Materials:
1. Unit 10 Guided Writing: Animals

2. Power point slide show: animal.ppt

3. Worksheet for web-search: Task 1, Task 2, Task 3 & Task 4

4. Self-study package (1.44 flop disc)

Procedure:

Pre-computer:

1. Part (a), (b) and (c) of Guided Writing should be completed and marked.

2. Teacher uses the prepared slide show to review the sentence structures of the two paragraphs, one about giant pandas and the other about polar bears. (Slide 1 - 10)

3. Teacher compares the subject-verb agreement for singular and plural nouns: These are … / This is …; They come…/ It comes … (Slide 11 - 12)
Computer:

1. Teacher points out that the aim of this task is to familiarize students with collecting information from the web. It is in preparation for Part (d) of Unit 10 Guided Writing, which is a freer activity. It also aims to consolidate the vocabulary for describing animal characteristics.
2. Students follow the printed instructions for Task 1 to get into the Internet and look for information from this site:

3. Teacher uses "chimpanzee" as an example and does the search with the students. Teacher demonstrates how to extract information and displays the answers on the screen. (Slide 13 - 14)
4. Students try their hands on looking for information and complete the table about “emu”.
5. Teacher introduces the resources on the Web for doing projects. In Task 2, teacher shows how to find information using a search engine:

6. Students work individually to look up the information about pandas and note down the characteristics on the worksheet. They check that they have the right information by comparing with a partner. 
7. Students complete task. This can be made competitive by searching the information and finishing the task first. 

8. Teacher checks answers and compares the characteristics of the two animals. (Slide 15 - 20)
9. Students look up the information of an animal of their choice and finish Task 3. 

10. More able students can complete the task and save work onto a disk or print it out.
11. Students follow the instructions and complete Task 4. They save the file with file name “class-number” (e.g. 1a-01).

12. When students are working at the computer, teacher monitors if students are on task.

Post-computer:

1 Each student receives a self-study package with the following material: 

1.1 Lesson worksheet and answer key

1.2 Links of animal websites and clip art

1.3 Demo of steps and projects

2 Teacher asks the class to report on what they have done. Students compile the information and prepare a homepage about animals.
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
