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Willet Creek Golf Course
You have been asked to create an operating page for Willet Creek Golf Course.   A portion of the Web site is a preview of each of the 18 holes complete with distances and shot recommendations.  The current Web pages are stored in 18 files named h01.htm, h02.htm and so on, through h18.htm.  You decide to create an external style sheet so that you can easily edit and update the appearance of these 18 Web pages.  
The external style named willet.css format contains the following characteristics:
a. The size of left and right margins is 10 pixels.

b. The body text in either Arial, Helvetica or sans-serif

c. The background color of the Web page body is white

d. All paragraph text in Times Roman or serif font with top margin to 0 pixels 

e. All hypertext links on the Web pages without an underline

f. The width of the holelist box is 100% of the display area.  The margin width is 1 pixel on top and 0 pixels everywhere else.  The size of the border is 1 pixel.  The background color and the border color are both displayed with the RGB values (53, 42, 48).  The text in the box is centered.

g. The hypertext links within the holelist box in a white boldface font and 1.25 em units in size.  If the pointer is positioned over one of these hypertext links, the background color should change to yellow and the font color to black.
h. The width of the holestats box to 150 pixels with the size of the right margin to 10 pixels, bottom padding to 25 pixels and all other padding to 10 pixels.  The box background color applies the RGB value (53, 43, 48).  The text within the box is in a white font and 0.7 em units in size.

i. The boldface text with the holestats box is displayed in a yellow font with a normal font weight.

j. The holestats box is floated on the left margin of the display window.

k. The flags box is displayed only when the left margin is clear, and center any text or images within the box.
