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JavaScript: Displaying a Message when a Web Page is opened
Not all Web pages are placed on the Internet.  Many companies use in-house Intranets to provide employees with critical information and access to databases.  The Little PC Company places all company information on an Intranet for their sales and technical support staff.  As the Webmaster, the Human Resources department has asked you to display important employee messages when the Web page loads.  They want the following message:

Please remember to update your employee benefit forms by the end of this

 
Month.  Thank you.  Human Resources.

You decide to accommodate the Human Resources department by writing a function that uses the built-in alert() function to display the message in a dialog box.  This approach allows you to change the message easily in the future.

Instructions:

1.
Start Notepad and open the littlepc.htm Web page, 

2.
Write a function, called HRMsg, which displays a message in a dialog box.  Position the insertion point on line six in the SCRIPT section and enter the following code:


function HRMsg() {


alert("Please remember to update your employee benefit forms by the

                                  end of this month.  Thank you.  Human Resources.")


}

3. 
Locate the <BODY> tag (about line 14).  Position the insertion point between the Y and the > symbol and type onload="HRMsg()".

Save the Web page.
