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JavaScript Tutor
You are teaching an introductory Web class at the local high school.  You want to develop a Web page that allows your students to change the background color by clicking a button that is associated with a specific color.  The Web page has the azure background.
Instructions
1. Use Notepad to open jstuor.htm.

2. Locate the SCRIPT tag in the HEAD section.

3. On the line following the comment “// Change background color to color passed to function”, enter:


function ChangeNow(color) {



document.bgColor = color


}
4. Locate the form that creates the five input buttons with the names in the BODY section.

5. For each button, insert the onclick event handler to call the ChangeNow() function and pass the associated color.  Use the actual color name as the passed value that matches the button value as shown in the code for the Azure and Silver button.

onclick=”ChangeNow(‘azure’)”>


<INPUT Type=”button” Name=”ChngRed” Value = “Silver” 



onclick=”ChangeNow(‘silver’)”>
