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Rocky Mountain Stell Credit Union
You are the Webmaster at Rocky Mountain Steel Credit Union.  The current Welcome page is very plain.  The credit union board chairperson, Terry Russell, wants you to add the day and time to the greeting and display an informative message when users click link.  The message informs users about specials relating to the linked page.  For example, a message about the current loan rates displays when a user clicks the Loans link.  Terry suggests you add the date the document was last modified.  Because you know that the message will change often, you decide to use the document.lastModified property to display the last modified date.
Instructions
1. Use Notepad to open rocky.htm.

2. Write the JavaScript code that will display a welcome message that includes the day of the week and the date.  For example, Welcome today is Sun Apr 13, 2003.  Place this message beneath the credit union logo.  [Hint: use the Date() object and convert it to a string using the toString() method.]  The output from the toString() method in Microsoft Internet Explorer will be similar to the following:



Sun Apr 13 08:41:44 CDT 2003 
The result of the toString() method in Netscape will be different, so you must count the position of the characters to use the substring() method to extract the day of the week, the date, and the year depending on the browser you are using.

3. Write three functions that use the alert() function to display a message.  Place them in the HEAD section (the SCRIPT section has been provided starting on the fourth line):

4. The first function name is showLoans().  It displays the message, Until the end of the month, new car loans are 6.8%.
5. The second function name is showSaving().  It displays the message, If you have more than $5,000 in savings, consider a CD.
6. The third function name is showEB().  It displays the message, Try our new BankAtHome software at the main branch.

7. Just before the </BODY> tag, is another JavaScript section to display the date the document was last modified.  If you are using Mircosoft Internet Explorer, use the substring() method as follows:



Document.write(“This document was last modified on : “ + 



document.lastModified.substring(0,8))

Add the HTML codes to center the message and to make the text small [Hint: use <H6>].  If you are using Netscape, do not use the substring() method.  Display the document.lastModified with the HTML codes to center the message and to make the text small.

8. Save the file and activate the browse to test the JavaScript code.
