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Pine Peaks Ski Lodge
You have a summer job as an assistant to the Webmaster at the Pine Peaks Ski Lodge.  The Webmaster, Marian Shilling, asks you create a Web page that will allow guests and visitors no calculate the wind chill.  Because the data is not fed directly to the computer, users must input the temperature and the wind speed in a form.  You then validate the data entered is numeric so it can be used in the wind chill conversion formula.
Instructions
1. Use Notepad to open pinepeaks.htm.
2. Locate the SCRIPT tag in the HEAD section.  Position the insertion point on line 6.
3. Enter the following code, indenting the lines of code, where appropriate:


function windChill(myform) {




var Temp=document.Chill.OutTemp.value




var Temp=parseInt(Temp,10)

4. Test that Temp is a number.  If Temp is not a number, the statement will display a message, clear the OutTemp text box, and set focus to the OutTemp textbox.
5. With the insertion point on line 8, enter the following code to test Temp and process for the True condition:

if (isNaN(temp)){



alert(“Enter the outdoor temperature”)



document.Chill.OutTemp.value= “ “



document.Chill.OutTemp.focus()

6. With the insertion point on line 13, enter the following code to validate the value entered as the wind speed:

var wind=document.Chill.windSpeed.value


var wind=parseInt(Wind, 10)


if (isNaN(Wind)) {



alert(“Enter the average wind speed”)



document.Chill.windSpeed.value= “  “



document.Chill.windSpeed.focus()


} else {

7. With the insertion point on line 20, enter the following code to calculate the wind chill temperature using the formula Temp-(1.5*Wind) and assign the result to The Wind chill is text box.


windChillTemp=Temp-(1.5*Wind)



document.Chill.WindChill.value=windChillTemp




}



}

8. Locate the INPUT tag for the How Cold button.  Insert the onclick event handler to call the windChill() function.

9. Save the file and activate the browse to test the JavaScript code.
