Participles and participle clauses

Which sentence is right?
I was very boring lying on the beach.

I was very bored lying on the beach.

It was very boring lying on the beach.
Participles can be divided into two classes:

Present Participle=Past Participle
Amazing=amazed
Confusing=confused
Exhausting=exhausted
Surprising=surprised
Tiring=tired
Worrying=worried
Present Participles (---ing)

· Active
· Someone or something that is boring makes you feel bored.

· Eg. It was an interesting show. I never forget it.

· Eg. Mrs. Lee told us an (amusing, amused) story.

· Eg. School is very (tiring, tired).

Past Participles (---ed)

· Passive

· Someone who is bored is bored by something or someone.

· Use the –ed to say how we feel about something.

· E.g. We were shocked by the film.

Try these:

· I cannot concentrate because of these (screaming, screamed) children. 

· (The screaming children make me unconcentrated) 

· John sent me a cake (loading, loaded) with calories.
· The cake is full of cream and sugar, I will become fat by eating the cake.) 

· I felt very upset with my (disappointing, disappointed) exam result.
· The exam result makes me upset. 

Participle clauses

· E.g. Picking up the book, the teacher started to read.( one action after another)

· She sat there, looking out of the window.(two actions happen together)
· Not knowing how to help the old man, I called the ambulance. (give reasons)

· I thought it was the postman. I ran to the door.

· Thinking it was the postman, I ran to the door.

The following words often introduce participle clauses (-ing):

· After   After hearing your reason, I ….

· Before  You should clean your teeth before going to bed.

· As  

· On

· Since

· By   By taking the chance, I can do better.

· Whenever

· In

· While/ when  When eating fish, you should be careful…

I finished my dinner and then watched TV.

· Having finished my dinner, I watched tv.

· When one action happens before another action, we can use having + a past participle (--ed) for the first action.
