2. Create a web page named as classex01.html
3. Set the title of the page by "Hygiene - Cleanliness level improves"

4. Set "Cleanliness level improves" as a main heading of the web page and set it center.

5. Add a horizontal ruler under the main heading

6. Add following text into the page and set it as paragraph.
Hong Kong's overall level of cleanliness has improved, according to the first Community Cleanliness Index.

Released today, the new index, disclosing findings of two quarterly surveys conducted in May and August, recorded a Hong Kong-wide score of 101.5, derived from the average scores of Hong Kong's 18 districts.

Assistant Director for Home Affairs Patrick Li said the figure represents a slight improvement, and called on the public to continue efforts to establish a high standard of community hygiene.
7. Add "Back to top" internal link at the bottom right of the page.  Set the font to be Italic.  Make sure it is workable.
8. Add "Back to home page" external link at the bottom center of the page.  Link it to "http://www.info.gov.hk".  Set the font to be Bold.
9. Add "Email to me" mail link at the bottom left of the page.  The mail address is "info@info.gov.hk".  Set the font to be Bold and Italic
10. Add a horizontal ruler after the email link.

11. Create a copyright statement after the horizontal ruler and set it center.

12. Add your name, class and class no at the bottom left of the page.

13. Save the page and print it out.

14. Hand the print out to your teacher.
