Here are some key points for your book reports.  Please read them carefully before you start writing.

1. You should divide your book report into three different sections.

Section A
THE STORY BOOK

In this section, you should include the following information:

i. Title

ii. Author

iii. Publisher

iv. Number of pages

v. Time needed to finish the book

Section B
CONTENT


(100 words)

Please answer the following questions in this section:

i. How did the story start?

ii. What happened in the story?  You should use your own words to describe the story and will be punished if you copy from the book.

iii. How did the story end?  What happened to the main characters at the end of the story?

Section C
COMMENTS

(80 words)

Please answer the following questions in this section:

i. Do you like the story?  Why or why not?  Please give at least 3 reasons.

ii. Which character(s) do you like the most?  Why?  Which character(s) do you like the least?  Why?

iii. In what way would you modify the story so as to make it more interesting?  Please give at least 1 suggestion.

2. Notes:

a. Use lined-paper to complete your book report.

b. Write on alternate lines.

c. Count the number of words.

d. Write neatly and tidily.

e. Use past tense.

f. Check your work again before handing it in.

g. You will have to correct your work.

h. Keep all your book reports in a file.
