There are several ghost houses for us to check out, e. g. Lost World jungle, the Haunted Chinese Village, a freaky Peking Opera House and a Psychotic Island. 

I have noticed some news of Halloween Bash. I knew that all tickets were sold in some dates. This phenomenon proved that Halloween Bash was really successful.
