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Fifty percent of the marks for all subjects in the HKCEE and AL examination should be based on the students' course-work in school.

Discuss the pros and cons of this proposal.

       Many subjects in the public examination now need to combine the school and public exam performance for the result; the test for the school, which made by the examination authority, is called TAS. The teachers need to be the examiners while the TAS is on process, then calculate and send the mark that the student got in the TAS to the examination Authority for their public examination result.

       The Hong Kong Examination Authority (HKEA) perform this TAS had many practical benefit. The common reason supporting the measure is that helps to ease the stress of the student. However, is it need to reformed the examination system by increasing the percentage of the TAS to 50% in the examination result? Is the entire subject in the HKCEE and AL examination need to perform the TAS? In my article, I will discuss both point of views and you will see that I am favor in disagree the proposal.

       On practical note, the HKEA perform the TAS is to measure the real performance of the student by comparing the result between the public exam and TAS, it is easily to understand that many students will be below their ordinary standard in the public examination because of their exam stress. Therefore, increasing the percentage of TAS seems to be reduced the stress of the student. Stresslessnesss, however, encourage the student do not put too much effort on the test and so easily drop out the school as they always get bad result in the exam. Otherwise, the student will feel more pressure as they always concerned the exam.

       TAS guarantees the student to keep up the requirement of the curriculum process. It pushes the student to focus on the Target-oriental curriculum (TOC), the student required to keep on the best status so as not to behind the others. They always study hard, endlessly practise, however, make them dull. It is far from the aim of Hong Kong Education Department (HKED), tend to pushes students to be creative. It is uselessly to cut the curriculum for preventing the useless material, as the student really pay to much time on study the same the content, and pay less time to develop the extra-curricular sector.

       Today, most of the subject performs the TAS in order to save the exam fee and reduce the public exam's time. For instance, Chinese & Culture, Apply Computer, Chemistry, Biology, etc. That needs to test the practical experimental or reading report, so it is hard to provided a period for the students to perform the practical test by the HKEA. From above, TAS is focus on the practical experimental side but not the theory paper. In fact, the well-design theory paper is not easily to be made. It needs to go through a series complex process, but the practical experimental is not. Thus, the time not accepts the theory paper in the TAS. 

       Apart from this, cheating, unfair marking, etc is also a problem of the exam. No matter what the HKEA do to prevent the problems from happening, the bad people always find a way to outshine them. So, the problems keep popping up. The only way to reduce the problems is to decrease the percentage of TAS so that decrease the errors made by the people, but it still to remain the certain percentage of TAS for the other section (practical experimental, reading report, etc). 

       In conclusion, part of the mark of the many subjects based on the students' course-work is a must, but it no need to perform the measures with high ratio of mark for all subjects, on the contrary, it will have many bad effect if perform the measures for many subjects.
