Badin Drama Guidelines
General notes:
· No beverages or food in the theatre. Water, in a sealable bottle, is the only exception. But if you spill it, you clean it!

· Stay in the rehearsal area (theatre, classroom, etc.) unless you are told to go elsewhere

· A pencil is required at every rehearsal

· If you receive a script, know where it is. Take it home with you every evening. Make all marks with pencil only. Write your name inside the front cover. A fee will be assessed for lost or damaged scripts.

· Two unexcused absences may result in your being replaced or removed from the show. If you must miss a rehearsal, notify Mr. O’Hara IN WRITING or have your parents telephone the school.
· Take time each day and prepare yourself for rehearsal. Look over lines, notes, blocking, and music to improve at each rehearsal.

· Keep a folder for music, script, and papers. You can’t be properly prepared for rehearsals without your materials. 

· When schedule says OFF BOOK, you’re off book!!! Plan ahead!  No scripts allowed, and fines will be assessed for missed lines!
· Check schedule or work sessions once, twice, three times. Do not be late! To lose time because of waiting for someone will be a negative situation for the whole group.
· Bring some homework to each rehearsal. There may be an opportunity to work while you are waiting for your scenes. Learn to multi-task. Musicals are demanding—keep up with your school work. 
· When you are not performing in a scene, silence is demanded during rehearsal, on stage or backstage, for cast and crew.

· You will be expected to sell tickets and ads to help finance the production. Details will follow.
Group etiquette:
· Follow school rules.  Any dramatic performance is a regular school activity, and your behavior and language need to be polite and Christian.
· Follow general rules of audience politeness: do not carry on conversations in the house during rehearsals.

· While at rehearsals, work sessions, or performances, put your social relationships on hold. There are times and places for the display of affection, and here is not one of them. Hand-holding, sitting on someone’s lap, arms around someone, etc. will not be tolerated.

· Any act (verbally, physically, or visually) displaying lack of respect for teachers, directors, parents, or other cast/crew/orchestra members will result in severe discipline: possible dismissal from the production

Last two weeks before the show:

· NO ONE CAN AFFORD TO MISS ANY REHEARSAL THE LAST TWO WEEKS BEFORE SHOW TIME!!! Be on time for all rehearsals!!  

· GUARD YOUR HEALTH!  Stay hydrated:  drink water or juice but not soda pop.  Get plenty of rest.  DO NOT strain your voice by yelling during sporting events or singing loudly.
· Be prepared for tempers to flare; it is only natural to feel more emotional as the performance date draws near. Try to be patient and supportive of each other—and of the adults involved!
Performance etiquette

· We require each cast member to bring food that can be sold during intermissions.  Bake a pan of brownies, a batch of cookies, or buy some bakery-quality cookies or other baked goods (or bags of chips/snacks).  Please cut and divide the food items in baggies – baggies that can be sold for about 50 cents (that’s two nice-size cookies, or one brownie, or one big rice krispie treat…).  Bring this food when you show up two hours early, and give it to the parents running concessions.

· Bring makeup for yourself.  Eye makeup and lipstick cannot be shared – it is unsanitary and spreads infection.
· You are responsible for your own costumes and accessories. Keep a large laundry basket or Rubbermaid box for this purpose.  Bring it on “Killer Sunday” or earlier.
· Some cast members will be asked to perform sound checks on body mikes before the house opens. BE AVAILABLE DURING THIS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT TIME! DO YOUR MAKEUP, HAIR, ETC. EARLY IF YOU WILL WEAR A BODY MIC!

· The entire cast and crew meet in the cafeteria approximately 40 minutes before show time for prayer.
· The house opens ½ hour before show time. Basically, after the house opens, actors are limited to the cafeteria or locker room. NEVER visit the front of the house or lobby before the play or during intermission.  You are breaking character and an old tradition of dramatic integrity if you “schmooze” with audience members, no matter how far they came to see you!  See family and friends after the show!  (In one-act plays, this applies to all actors; make yourself invisible to audience members from house opening until after the third play!)

· DO NOT talk backstage or in the stairwell offstage left.  Only the manager or other technician with a headset on may speak.  Further, when you are in the stairwell, near the cafeteria doors, or even in the hall outside the side door to the theater, the audience in the front rows can hear you!

· Be ready for your entrances.  Be aware of what scene or lines are going on!  Missing cues is inexcusable!

· Be ready to help a fellow actor if (s)he drops a line.   This situation should not happen, but be prepared to ask a question, etc.  DO NOT insert your own material for comic effect.  Each audience member wants to see a high-quality show.

· Never play with props belonging to another character.  Moreover, if you are offstage, do not distract other actors by playing with your props while a scene is going on.  Finally, it is unforgivable to touch musical instruments, sound equipment, or props associated with a play if you are not authorized to do so.
· Please try to be helpful in small ways.  For instance, straighten chairs; pick up programs or litter in the house; tell others not to bring gum or food or drink (other than sealed water) into the house.
· Return props to the property manager or stage manager.  Do not remove props from the stage area or scatter them around the cafeteria or locker room.
· Be prepared to stay for stage strike and clean up after the final performance.  
· Return any costume or script that does not belong to you.
