How to use your Access 97 Model Database:

Sorry, no ‘switchboard’, or main menu.  I could not get Access 97 to accept it.  Will keep trying though; watch for upgrades later.

1. Open the database.

2. Click on “Forms” and select “Model Kits” for the form to use to enter your inventory into your database.

3. To get any of the four pre-set reports, click on “Reports” and then on the report name.

4. To edit your database, you have two options; you can go into “Forms” and  “Database Listing”, which will have them sorted in alphabetical order, OR you can click on “Tables” and then on “YourTable”, where your database will look like an Excel spreadsheet.

I only have Access 2000, not Access 97, so it is difficult for me to troubleshoot this problem.  Not impossible, though, with the help of others.  Any problems, please contact me at liana@knology.net.
