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• Adverbial adjuncts are used for modifying the verbs and 
includes words of clauses of adverb, prepositional phrase 
and  infinitive.

• Translation skill:
adverbial adjunct should be placed at the end in English 
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After a long trip, he returned exhausted.
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I shall leave here for the time being.
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A violent typhoon raged through out Taipei area. 
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1. S + Vi. + adverbial adjunct ( or + ph./ cl.)
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Help came in the nick of time.
The rescue came only just in time/ at the critical time.
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2.   S + Vi. + adv (infinitive ph.)
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The police promised to make every effort in search of 
the missing miner.
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3.   It  + Vi. +  S (infinitive ph./ wh-ph or wh-cl)
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4.   There + Vi. + S. (infinitive ph.)
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
