Notes:


When inspecting linkage, bolts, pins & hinges check for free movement, rust and security. Make sure that all castellated nuts have safety pins and Nylock* nuts are secure.  Do not leave canopy open when performing inspection. Always do inspection in sequence without interruption.





Tools needed are flashlight and common screwdriver.





Do not push down on the nose of the glider to pivot it around. Use the handle on the tail to lift it and walk around.





* If a Nylock nut is removed it must be replaced with a new one. Do not reuse it.
