‘This universe, like all others, is possessed of inherent design. Every feature, detail, motion and function is arranged and timed according to a design. Nothing in the universe can escape this design. Everything, no matter how small, passing or inactive, is vital to the universe, for if that thing were to be removed, the universe could not exist. A clock tower might be a huge and complex thing, but if even one tiny screw were missing, the clock could not function. If even just one atom were to be displaced, the universe would cease to exist. It would collapse in fire and fury. The universe is designed, on every level’

‘Why?’

‘Design exists as the realization of order. Order exists as the realisation of Purpose. Design, Order and Purpose are the three elements that form the universe. The universe’s design allows the creation of order, which fulfils the demands of purpose. The universe’s design allows for the creation of lines of movements, patterns and commonalities. These in turn allow the direction and, ultimately, the control of the universe’

‘What is the purpose of this order?’

‘The universe exists toward the purpose of all things: self-development. The universe, like all things, exists to better itself; to improve, refine and reassess its characteristics, aspects and form. The universe, and all things in it, grow and develop individually and collectively. Through development 

Design:

· The universe is designed

· It has inherent in everything design

· Everything is designed, however small, passing or inactive ceased to exist, the universe could not function

· The universe is designed to allow its development

· Everything in the universe develops and the universe thus develops

· There is more than one universe

· For every possibility of every possibility there is a universe

· There are thus a vast, vast number of universes covering every possible arrangement of the universe

· Some universes may be wholly different, others may be only slightly different, and 

· This universe represents only one possibility of the form of the universe, as each universe is a different arrangement, with the same pieces, although different ‘styles’ of universe has different pieces

Hierarchy:

· In all things there are varying levels,

· Of power, sophistication, moral and intellectual capacity, etc.

· Non-living to living, inanimate to animate, small to large, simple to complex

· So it is with all things

· There is the simple, and the complex

· This universe is thus one of many

· There are many universes, and 

· There are simpler realities than the universe, and

· There are more complex realities than the universe

· There is always something simpler, and always something more complex

· As things develop they create another potential (wheels within wheels)

Predetermination:

· The universe’s unfolding is predetermined from before its existence

· The universe is created, exists, then is destroyed, and

· Then recreated, with improvements

· It is not the ‘old’ universe that is recreated, but a ‘new’ one,

· Based on the evaluation of the ‘old’ universe

· Each universe’ unfolding thus gives rise to a new, ‘better’ universe

Inclusivity:
· Everything that exists does so as a necessary and integral component of the universe

· Universe exists as it is as a product of its past realisations and its development

· Thus all that exists needs to exist in pursuit of perfection

· If any one thing, however small, passing or inactive ceased to exist, the universe could not function

· All things are thus vital to the universe

· Therefore nothing is more or less important than something else

· Every system, concept, belief and ideal is equal in its relationship to all others, and to all else 

· Everything is equal

Necessity:

· Things happen as they need to (see pursuit of perfection)

· Universe exists as it is as a product of its past realisations and its development and,

· Higher moral, scient and potent forces than man ordain the universe

· There is thus no good or evil, right or wrong

· There is only Necessity

· If something is Necessary, it cannot be right or wrong

· ‘Right’ and ‘wrong’ and ‘good’ and ‘evil’ are simply labels man gives to things he cannot understand or contemplate, and

· Man is largely governed by emotional and intellectual realities which ascribe things greater importance than other things (peace is considered better than war, and death is considered a bad thing)

Multitheism:

· No separate definite class of deities- simply a transience of beings

· All things advance (From non-living to living, plant to animal, etc.) the

· After exhausting potential for development in physical world, things become non-physical

· Man, to…’angel’ to ‘demigod’ to ‘god’…

· Distinctions between non-physical entities only by their level of sophistication and power

· No ‘one’ God- there are lots!

· No gods are static: they continue to develop

Purpose:

· The universe has purpose

· The universe is designed and created with purpose in mind

· The universe like all things exists to develop

· All things develop in pursuit of perfection

· The activity of pursuing perfection creates the potential for more perfection

· Thus there is no true perfection, as one can pursue it forever without achieving it

Omnian Philosophy:
· There are no Absolutes and no Definite

· All things are transient, shifting between the extremes
· Adversity spurs advancement
· Anything that challenges the world view encourages development
· Problems force solutions
· There is always something more and always something less
· Nothing remains as it is forever
· Nothing lasts forever
· Nothing is Absolute
· Everything is Necessary and so acceptable
· Nothing is truly right or wrong, or ‘the best way to do things’
· Everything exists for its own development and by proxy the development of everything else
· Cycles of creation and destruction and creation as inherent in everything
· Nothing is ever truly right
· Nothing is ever truly accurate
· Nothing can be seen in its entirety
· Everything is but a part of something else
· Everything that is can just as easily not be
· Nothing is more important than something else
· There are no rules
· There is an Exception to every rule
· All things have cycles
· Accept all things as Necessary components of the universe
· All things are alive, in their own way
· The physical, the sub-physical and the extraphysical are simply different stages of reality

God Dialogue

A dialogue between two angels. They are not to be named. For purposes of familiarity they can be differentiated as the Regular Text and Italicised Text. The angels are not to possess personal or physical qualities: they are not characters as such. The two angels simply represent differing, usually opposing, aspects of a concept, philosophy, ideology or thing. Neither angel has any definite opinion- only the one that is currently under discussion. Hence, neither angel has any concurrent outlook; they simply are used as different voices in each argument. This is why they are not to be characters. However, the two angels can be described as such:

Regular Text: represents for us the conventionalist and the idealist. Believes in

the accepted and the doctrinal. Believes and does what he’s told. Very much represents the established, the orthodox, the regular. Can be almost naïve and even innocent.

Italicised Text: represents for us the unconventionalist. Believes nothing and 

trusts no one. When discussing, is initially offhand and flippant, yet soon becomes directly heretical and antagonistic. A superior use of wit than Regular Text but also often quite derisive.

The use of angels in Heaven as the format has the following benefits:
