Britain will find it impossible to meet Britain’s target. This target is the part of the battle of the world which is to ensure temperatures do not rise more than 2oC. 2oC is a key threshold for a dangerous climate change. This is according to the study by the panel of leading experts.
The report is called 'Carbon Scenarios'. It is by the think tank which is called the Stockholm Network. It says that there is a chance of 90 per cent that the rise of the temperature will reach about 3oC. This is a level that would provoke feedback of more carbon by melting a permafrost. This would threaten the forests of the world. Experts fear this. This is even if existing policies and hopes of the international agreement on reducing emissions were implemented.
If governments let government policies stall and backslide the rise would be 4.8oC. The study says this. The study is to be published tomorrow. Governments may already be stalling and backsliding. Paul Domjan said, 'The two-degree target is impossible, and a three-degree target is implausible.' Paul Domjan is an energy fellow at London-based European think tank. He is an author of the report.

Paul Domjan said that the study was done by the Hadley Centre at the Meteorological Office. The Hadley Centre is renowned in the world. However the study used  emissions calculated by the Stockholm Network. The study highlighted three problems: 'Current policy comes in too slowly. It internationalises too slowly. It binds developing countries too late.'

Many scientists of the climate believe that it will be impossible to meet the target of 2oC. They say this in private. They are reluctant to say so in public. This is because they do not want to discourage move to cut emissions.
