The Basque part of that one needs some extra notation. The first two large brackets give four possibilities, and I have numbered the lines joining them. Thus choosing some item from “[5]” from the first bracket and from “[1] eta [1]” from the second is possibility “3”, and so on. The numbers correspond to the four rows in the third large bracket. An analogy drawn from the first three rows suggest that the fourth row should have “ditute”, but in fact the form is “dituzte”, so the analogy breaks down. Also I have suppressed some lines in the diagram for clarity.
A similar situation arises with the next two sentences, combined with previous ones:

Here the fourth row in the third large bracket comes by analogy with the other three – as with “dituzte” when we would have expected “ditute”, we cannot be certain that “zaizkie” is correct, but it would be our best guess.

The notation is a bit crude: if you have any better ideas, please let me know in your assignment, or before that in class.

Something that will severely test any notation is one of the sentences coming up – “Josebak Margariri liburua emango dio”. The first three items in that sentence might be replaced with an “eta” phrase, and that would mean eight possibilities! Can analogy give us another seven forms to go with “dio”? Try it and see!
