2. Goals and Objectives:

      Goals

a. The students will name and briefly describe 5 animals native to Australia. The students will define and describe what a marsupial is. The students will identify five plants native to Australia.

b. Objectives:

Cognitive-Students will follow directions: research/classify animals and plants native to Australia.

 
Psychomotor- Students will utilize fine motor skills while typing on the keyboard.

Affective- Students will work in cooperative groups whereby they will use and hone networking skills.

3. Rationale: Australia has a rich history and geography that will entice as well as educate children about culture, diversity and endangered species.  

4. Instructional Components

a. Content- Introduction to wildlife of Australia and the Aboriginal culture.

b. Procedure with time plan

i. Set-The teacher will engage the children in a motivationally competitive review. Ask questions like…What are the colors of the Australian flag?  How many people live in Australia? What sports are popular? What is the biggest state?

ii. Modeling Reminders- Students will be working cooperatively therefore they should be reminded to remain on task and delineate work evenly.

iii. Guided Practices- The teacher will assist the students in locating Web Sites and avoiding questionable sites. Also, to point out how to perform successful searches.

iv. Assignments- Students will be required to complete the Plants and Animals Hunt Sheet.

v. Closure- The students will share the information they located.
