<P>by light will be black and unprintable. But if you open your camera back accidently and realize you have a roll offilm in it, usually if you close it immediately youve only ruined about 5 or 6 frames. If you leave the back opened longer than </P>


<P>a few seconds the whole roll will have been lost. </P>


<P>HEAT DAMAGED FILM </P>


<P>Heat damaged negatives can occur when your film has been stored in a very warm or hot place. </P>


<P>The most comon way film receives heat damage is by leaving your camera in your car with the film in it, or by just leaving the roll offilm on the seat in </P>


<P>the summertime. Une.xposed rolls of film can be stored in your refrigerator indefinately and will not heat fog. If you have e.xposed your film to heat,most of the time your negatives will be a bright red or green color and the photos will be discolored. Depending on how bad the heat damage is determines whether or not your photo lab can color correct them, but always let the lab know that if there is a problem to try to correct them for you. </P>


<P>OLD FILM </P>


<P>Old negatives will give pretty much the same results to your photos as heat damaged ones. Discoloredfilm red or freen usually. Sometimes the lab person may not be able to tell you which occured, but an experienced photo lab person can tell by how old the film is by the type and speed if they have kept up on the changes in film over </P>
