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After all the time I have spent writing in this class I have realized a few significant strengths and weaknesses.  My strengths I have seemed to have always known because I have written the same way all the time. I began to notice my weaknesses more this semester due to the different type of topics we had to write about and the peer reviews which showed me errors.


I would like to believe my main strength in writing is my ability to provide good detail to the reader. My better graded papers were also my favorite papers because of the level of detail I used in them. When I draw on past experiences and use detail I believe I am writing better than I usually would. Another strength I think is good is writing what comes to my mind. I will not over analyze a sentence or anything I write because I know if it comes to my head, it will generally make sense. Although I believe it is a strength, it can also be a weakness sometimes.


It can also be a weakness because certain topics that I don’t feel like writing about usually do not translate well when I use that technique. I tend to repeat myself that way if I am not interested in the topic. Another weakness is that I rarely check my work once completed. I don’t do it because it annoys me having to read over something I thought of a few minutes before. This tends to lead to bad punctuation and confusing sentences. Usually I get away with what comes out but sometimes certain spots can be difficult to understand. I will try for now on to work on my faults and develop new strengths to become a better writer in all areas I can be.
