Cooking Corner (By Paul Self)

Tejas Jalapeno Shrimp

10 large fresh jalapenos halved lengthwise and seeded
¼ lb. Peeled shrimp

¾ C. packed brown sugar
1 can Old Town seasoned bread crumbs

8 oz. cream cheese

2 oz. each: mozzarella, Romano, Parmesan cheese

20 slices of proscuitto ham- paper thin slices

Add ¼ lb. of diced shrimp to 8 oz. cream cheese, 2 oz. mozzarella cheese, 2 oz. parmesan cheese, 2 oz. Romano cheese, and ¾ C. packed brown sugar; mix well.  Place 1 to 2 teaspoons of shrimp/cheese mixture in each half of jalapeno.  Roll stuffed jalapeno in Old Town seasoned breadcrumbs.  Wrap with a thin slice of proscuitto ham.  Bake at 350 F for 20 to 25 minutes.  Serve hot.
Coach's Corner (By John Bridges)
The Importance Of Warming Up & Stretching Before Playing. At age 10 and older, children become susceptible to muscle pulls. When you move up to U-11, you should have your team stretch before playing. You should have them do 2 things:

a. Warm Up their muscles by light activities such as jogging or slowly dribbling a ball around the field. (Warming up with a ball is the ideal way if it is practical to do so). 

b. Stretch the following muscles: front of thigh, back of thigh (hamstring), inside of thigh & calf. Most injuries are to the hamstring and inside of thigh muscles. Each stretch should be done slowly & held for 10-15 seconds & repeated 2 -3 times. Be sure they do not "over stretch". Stretching should not be painful. 

Many coaches skip the "warm up" & go straight to stretching. This is a mistake. The light warm up is important because it "warms up" the muscles which makes them stretch easier & less likely to tear. If you think about it, this makes sense. (Have you ever noticed how all the horses are warmed up before a race?) Many experts also promote post game stretching because it will improve flexibility & reduce muscle soreness.

FATHERS' DAY HISTORY [image: image1.jpg]




Sonora Dodd, of Washington, was one of the first people who had the idea of a "father's day." She thought of the idea for Father's Day while listening to a Mother's Day sermon in 1909. 

Sonora wanted a special day to honor her father, William Smart. Smart, who was a Civil War veteran, was widowed when his wife died while giving birth to their sixth child. Mr. Smart was left to raise the newborn and his other five children by himself on a rural farm in eastern Washington state. 

After Sonora became an adult she realized the selflessness her father had shown in raising his children as a single parent. It was her father that made all the parental sacrifices and was, in the eyes of his daughter, a courageous, selfless, and loving man. Sonora's father was born in June, so she chose to hold the first Father's Day celebration in Spokane, Washington on the 19th of June, 1910. 

Even before Dodd, however, the idea of observing a day in honor of fathers was promoted. Dr. Robert Webb conducted what is believed as the first Father's Day service at the Central Church of Fairmont, West Virginia in 1908. It was Dodd's efforts, however, that eventually led to a national observance. 

President Calvin Coolidge, in 1924, supported the idea of a national Father's Day. Then in 1966 President Lyndon Johnson signed a presidential proclamation declaring the 3rd Sunday of June as Father's Day. 
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
