Book Groups

Final Presentation

Your group will write and perform an original play/film/musical - whatever - be creative- that focuses on your book’s theme/main idea.  This will not be a recap of your book, but a new story, written by your group, that utilizes your book’s theme, symbol, and characters.
In your play you must:
1. Include 1 or 2 central characters

2. Repeat/emphases a significant symbol from your book

3. Demonstrate- clearly, significantly and repeatedly- your book’s main theme/ideas as refrain
4. Each group member is responsible for writing one 2-3 page (double spaced) scene; all scenes will be combined into one finished work.

5. At least 50% of the lines in your work will be original, directly quoted material from the book.  Presentations with less than 50% text will automatically fail.

On your assigned day, group will perform the play for the class.  All group members will have a part.  Groups may have narrators.

During performance please:

· Begin by stating the title of the play (a snappy one, not the book title!)
· End by having all group members repeat last line together as a signal that you’re done. So for example:
Narrator: 
“For never was there a tale of more woe

Than that of Juliet and Her Romeo.”

Everyone:  
“For never was there a tale of more woe

Than that of Juliet and Her Romeo.”
You will have some time to work in this in class, but this is primarily an at home assignment.
