The work required to bring the art of magic from a performing style practiced by few in the past, to a worldwide sensation that is recognized by thousands today amazes me.

In the process I have developed an obsession with reading through the countless pages of the history of magic and delving into the secrets that were kept for hundreds of years, something that would never have happened without this experience. I have become even more passionate about practicing every day to the point of absolute perfection, and I have become almost fanatical with my desire to go out and show the world what I can do. My creativity unleashed, I have even started to create my own illusions, which I hope to perform on the streets.

My thorough research brought me to the point where I knew the basics, but my interviews are what helped to set myself in the correct direction in order to answer my question faithfully and truthfully. How has the art of magic transformed into the industry it is today? I have shown, in great detail, that magic was conceived by innovative minds such as Dedi and Philadelphia, formalized by men like Robert-Houdin, energized by masters like Houdini, and modernized by performers like Copperfield. If anything can be taken out of this journey through magic’s history, it is that magic is, truly, an art; not just any art, but a visual art. It can be witnessed across the globe, simply because it speaks a universal language. Magic speaks for itself.
