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The amendments are necessary to the Charter especially in UN’s case. Unlike other national constitutions, the UN Charter doesn’t have domestic law that has absolute power and punishment force. Being a regulation of international organization, or, say, agreement among nations, UN Chart must be flexible to face the challenges and changes. 

The three amendments in UN history all concentrated on enlarging the Security Council and ECOSOC. I will examine these amendments in three aspects. 

JUSTIFICATION: For a proposed amendment to take effect it must be approved by a two-thirds vote of the General Assembly and ratified by two-thirds of the members, including five great powers. The majority approach is an improvement over unanimity approach of the Assemble of the League. Gaining the support from most of the members had proved amendments as legitimacy of the system. Besides, making UN to be a real international organization instead of Western-dominated unit, amendments also gain the legitimacy by including more opinions from Asia and Africa in UN decision-making organ.        

RELEVANCE: For UN, security issues are most critical during the Cold War Era and it is the main reason to enlarge the Security Council from eleven to fifteen. Also, enlarging the ECOSOC corresponded to the more demands from increasing international cooperation. A stronger ECOSOC that covers more issues will improve international cooperation and also, decrease the tension that came from security issue.

ADEQUACY: I argue that there are three causes of the amendments. 1. The increasing involvement in the third world issues. 2. The rising of China power made the United States and USSR more likely to accept Asia countries to join the board. 3. The tension of Cold War made UN more important as a unit for negotiation. The timing of three amendments told us that it was adequate to have amendments.

The UN was supposed to be a unit for whole world. The balance of power and distribution of interests is critical for its past and future. Three amendments did a good job to establish the legitimacy and improve the cooperation. The amendment system will face the new challenges such as adding Japan and German as permanent member of Security Council in the future.
