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What is it?

The Trusteeship Council is one of six principal organ of the United Nations, and it was subordinate to the General Assembly. It consisted of UN members administering trust territories, five great powers that are not administering trust territories and additional elected members from the General Assembly. To corporate with administering authorities and trust territories, The Trusteeship Council achieved the ultimate goal: self-government or independence of dependencies. The primary functions are petition missions and visiting missions and also the studies and debates to report the situation of trust territories.    

What did it do?

By regular petitions and visiting missions, the Trusteeship Council increased the pressure on administering authorities to justify their policies and also promote the welfare of trust territories. In past years, the eleven Trust territories has achieved the promised independence or were united. Palau, the last of the trust territories, was declared independent in 1994. The Charter’s goal of independence or self-government for trust territories has been reached, 

What does it do?

The Trusteeship Council’s work has been concluded. Its remaining members have suspended meetings, and it only remain for a Charter amendment to be approved declaring the Trusteeship Council abolished.

What can or should it do?

The Trusteeship Council provided a more orderly and peaceful process of change, at least none of the trust territories experienced serious violence through transition. I think the council did a good job before. 

In the future, I think the Trusteeship Council should not been abolished. Most of those newly independent countries are still in poverty and underdevelopment. Although the function of promoting international welfare belongs to ECOSCO, I argue the Trustee Council should keep its function.
