Where do Audiologists work?

They may work in places such as:

· Hospitals / Medical Centres

· Schools

· Industries

· Early intervention centres

· Rehabilitation centres

· Health Departments

· Education Departments

· Private practice



How do you become an Audiologist?

To practice as an audiologist, a person has to complete a degree course that comprises theoretical and clinical components.

The core subjects include:

· Audiology

· Clinical Practicum

· Acoustic and electronics

· Anatomy and physiology

· Speech and language pathology

· Psychology

· Phonetic and linguistics

· Statistics and research methods

Individuals intending to pursue a career in Audiology are strongly urged to contact the Malaysian Association of Speech-Language and Hearing for further information.



What do Audiologists do?

1. Provide screening programmes to identify hearing loss in neonates, infants and school age children.

2. Provide comprehensive hearing assessment to diagnose hearing problems in children and adults.

3. Evaluation, selection and dispensing of hearing aids.

4. Counseling in the use and care of hearing aids 

5. Auditory (hearing) training.

6. Provide consultative hearing services to companies & industries on hearing conservation for their workers.

7. Advise the selection of appropriate classroom amplification systems for the hearing impaired such as personal hearing aid, frequency modulates systems (FM), induction loop etc.

8. Together with other professionals select suitable cochlear implant candidates and provide post implant management.
