Who is a Speech Language Pathologist?

A Speech-language pathologist is a qualified professional skilled in the identifying, assessing and treating communication disorders in children and adults.

Some speech-language pathologist may also work with people who have feeding and swallowing difficulties.

Where do Speech Language Pathologists work?

They may work in places such as:

· Hospitals 

· Schools for the handicapped

· Private speech and hearing centres

· Early intervention centres

· Rehabilitation units

· Education departments

· Universities

· Schools

· Non-government organizations

· Centres for the handicapped

· Community based rehabilitation centres.

How do you become a Speech Language Pathologist?

To practice as an Speech Language Pathologist, a person has to complete a degree course that comprises theoretical and clinical components. The core subjects include:

· Speech-language pathology and therapeutics

· Clinical Practicum

· Audiology

· Phonetic and linguistics

· Psychology

· Anatomy and physiology

· Statistics and research methods

· Acoustics

Other related subjects include: neurology, education and craniofacial anomalies.
