  One event at JCL conventions that allows the best and brightest speakers in JCL to shine is the English Oratory competition. At Nationals this year, Massachusetts’ own Yiting Jin 

(BLS) came out on top of those orators with her stunning oration on the theme “Magnos homines virtute metimur, non fortuna.” (We measure great men by their virtue, not their fortune).

He approaches the gate of Hades, victorious but newly fallen after a hard-fought battle. To his right he sees the Fates marking out the length of his thread. There he stands, wondering how he will be measured. The scissors hang suspended, ready for their task.

  
Great men are measured not by their fortune, but by their virtue. What makes a man great, you might ask? Is it simply a few favors from the super-natural? Or is it, more precisely, a strength of morale which inspires his actions? Virtue is a power to exercise prudence and bring about changes to help others. And fortune? No one really knows. Men are measured by what we know of them – their courage, the example they set forth, their virtue. We 

measure them for what they contribute to society, and for what initiates them to act. 

Therefore it is reasonable that we measure great men by their virtue, and not their fortune. From the source of this saying comes the telling of the life of the Macedonian general Eumenes according 

to Cornelius Nepos. A native of Cardia, 

Eumenes was the object of envy among the Macedonians on account of his foreign origin, endurance, ingenuity and loyalty. He served under Philip II and 

later his son Alexander the Great, and even after their deaths, he fought to preserve the seat of power for Alex-ander’s descendants. This commander-in-chief who led men through victory after victory was betrayed by his own soldiers to the enemy, and was cut down in a manner undeserving of one so loyal and courageous. Where was fortune? It was not there. But the virtue of Eumenes served Macedonia, and for this reason we mark him as a great man. 

 
 From the very beginning, we humans have immortalized virtue and greatness. Fortune plays a role, yes, but I will overlook the fact that no one has been honored just because he got lucky. Is it not common sense that success and glory must come from within? Virtue may not mean a happy ending, but it 

serves as a hopeful beginning, the 

beginning of a life great because of the 

good deeds it has accomplished. It is 

what we choose to do with the time that is given to us that matters. This is virtue. 

This is what makes men heroes. This is what prompts us all to live up to our potentials, whether or not fortune blows our way. Hear it, you who have ceased to believe that virtue exists in all sorts of adverse fortune. Hear it, you who question what heroes are made of. And hear it, proudly, truthfully, fundamentally, that we measure great men by their virtue, not their fortune.

 
Now it is done. He smiles at the three sisters, eternally busy at their spinning, measuring, and cutting. And he takes up his journey with renewed vigor, and walks on.
