Required 

The following are required of all delegates.  

1. Name tags must be worn at all times.

2. All delegates must participate in the Toga Parade.  Be sure to bring your ancient costume with you for this Parade.  Remember also to bring banners, signs, and other spirit items for this activity. 

3. Dress Code - Shorts will be permitted at General Assemblies including Friday night’s first assembly. Anyone appearing on stage must dress appropriately. (Shorts and short skirts are not appropriate.)  All delegates will dress in good taste at all times. Everyone must wear shoes, sandals or sneakers at all times.
Non-Contest Activities 

Dance- Appropriate wear for the dance would include ties and dress pants for males and dresses, skirts, or dress pants for females. Jeans and shorts are prohibited. 

Coffee House – This event will be the alternative to the dance.  There will be a movie games, karaoke and other fun forms of entertainment.

Workshops - Delegates have the opportunity to attend workshops on various subjects.  The presenters will be UMass M.A.T. students of the Classics and State Officers.

Ludi – On Saturday morning, delegates may participate in fun activities during periods of time when they are not competing in a contest.

Convention Contests

There are four categories in which a delegate can earn points and ribbons: 

Academic

Creative Arts

Graphic Arts  

Olympika. 

A medal will be awarded to the three highest-scoring delegates in each of these four categories. Additionally the highest-scoring delegates with points in three or more categories will be awarded a trophy.

At registration on Friday, each delegate will turn in any Graphic Arts entries.   In addition, each delegate will confirm that they are entering any Creative and Olympika contest.  Confirming means that the delegate will sign up for their individual contests on sheets provided at the Registration Desk.   If there are any time conflicts, it must be so noted on the sign-up sheets.   (e.g.  priority will be given to a voting delegate if they wish to enter one or more creative contests.)

Academic Exams

Every MJCL delegate must take at least two academic exams but may take as many as they wish in the 90 minute period. The exams offered are:

Ribbons will be awarded to the top 5 scorers of each test at each level. 

Oral Academics: 

Oral Academics is a contest among the top scorers on the Latin Grammar and Language test. The top 6 scorers at each level are eligible to be in oral academics. No certamen finalists are eligible. No more than one student per school is eligible.  If there are fewer than 3 candidates in any level, that level may be eliminated from the Oral Academics Contest. 

Certamen: 

The top three teams of the Novice, Lower and Upper Levels will have been determined at the Certamen Preliminaries in April. The three teams of each level will compete during the state convention to determine the winners.
Creative Arts Contests

All delegates may choose a maximum of two convention creative contests. There is no limit however on the number of pre-convention creative contests a delegate may enter. The Creative Contests are:

I. Dramatic Interpretation

II. English Oratory

III. Sight Latin Reading 

IV. Costume Contest 

V. Pre-Convention Contest: Creative Writing

Description of Creative Contests

I - Dramatic Interpretation – 

This year we offer 8 separate contests, 4 for boys and 4 for girls.  The levels offered are Latin ½ and 1(girl and boy); Latin 2 (girl and boy); Advanced Prose (girl and boy); Advanced Poetry  (girl and boy).   The passages are found at the end of this packet.

II - English Oratory –

The levels offered are: Lower level (grades 6-9) and Upper Level (grades 10-12).   The contestant must write a 3-minute speech on the theme: “Natura inest in mentibus nostris insatiabilis quaedam cupiditas veri videndi” ("nature has planted in our minds an insatiable longing to see the truth").

Requirements:

· The speech must be memorized.  No note cards are allowed.  A prompter may be present if the delegate chooses so. 

· Points will be deducted if a speech is shorter than 2 minutes 45 seconds or longer than 3 minutes 15 seconds.  

III - Sight Latin Reading  - 

The levels offered are: Lower Level (Latin ½, 1 or 2) and Upper Level (Latin 3, 4, 5).  Each contestant is allowed 15 minutes to view the passage before the contest.   A Latin dictionary is helpful but must be provided by the contestant.  

IV - Costume –

Each delegate may enter the Costume Contest in only one of the following roles:

· Aurora (girl)

· Bacchus(boy)

· Juno and Argus(couple)   

· Classical Costume (boy/girl): The costume of a character who might have been a real person in ancient Greece or Rome, e.g., toga, tunica, stola, palla, chiton, etc.

· Costume of the Empire (boy/girl): The costume of a character who might have been a real person in the ancient world, e.g., Egypt, Gaul, Britain.

N. B. “Real person” means any character who might actually have lived. Therefore this does not include deities, heroes, mythological characters, etc.   Of course, it may include priests or priestesses or devotees to deities. 

· Each delegate will be expected to make a brief statement about the costume and how it relates to the character  (including the color, style, props ,etc.)

· Delegates must make their own costume. 

· Delegates should realize that 90% of the score will be on the actual costume.  Make-up, hairdo’s, and oral presentations are only worth 10%.   

· Oral presentations should be under 2 minutes in length.  Story-telling is to be discouraged.  

· The cost of the costume must not exceed $35 per person. The value of all items, including borrowed items, shoes, jewelry, etc. must be included in the $35 limit.

·  Each delegate must submit all sales receipts for materials in a clearly marked envelope given to the judges.  If delegates want the receipts returned, they must ask for them upon finishing the presentation.  

V - Pre-Convention Creative Writing Contests –

There are four categories in which a delegate may submit an entry: 

1. Prose: Fiction  

2. Prose: Non-Fiction 

3. Poetry  

4. Original Latin 

Requirements:

· All entries must have a Classical theme. 

· All entries must be typed.

· Students must send a copy of their work as it will not be returned. 

· All English entries may not exceed 600 words.

· All Latin entries may not exceed 60 words. 

· Entries must be clearly labeled as to category, school, student’s name, grade, and level of Latin.

Graphic Arts Contests

Requirements: 

· All Graphic Arts entries must have a classical theme. 

· Entries must have a 3x5 index card which indicates the title (if there is one) of the piece, along with the student’s name, level of Latin or Greek, school, and grade.  The card must be attached to the back of the project.  

· Only one entry per contest for any student will be accepted. There is no limit to how many entries any delegate may enter.  Only one student may participate in the creation of each entry.

· All delegates planning to enter a graphic art contest(s)must be present at the convention. 

New Rules:  
· The “brush”  category has been subdivided into “water color” and “oil/acrylic”

· The “Stylus” category (anything done with a pen, pencil, charcoal, or like instrument) has been subdivided into color and black & white.

· The “Photography” has been subdivided into color and black & white.

· Only one entry per person will be allowed in each overall category (e.g. Stylus and Brush), but each subcategory will be judged separately.

Description of Graphic Arts Contests

I.  Art work 

      a.
Stylus - This category includes all stylus entries: pencil, charcoal, pastel, pen.

      b.  Brush - This category includes all brush work: watercolor, oil, acrylic, etc. 

      c.  Mixed Media - This category includes any art work that combines brush work

with stylus work.
II. Handicrafts 
b. Cloth - This includes any entry made of any fabric that has been stitched or otherwise bound  together.  This may include dolls, decorative stitching (i.e. embroidery, quilts, needlepoint, etc.), banners, tee shirts, etc.  

c. Large Models - Entries can be made of wood or any other materials that don’t need sculpting.  Models are bound with nails, glue, etc.  Large models are larger than one cubic foot.

d. Small Models - Entries can be made of wood or any other materials that don’t need sculpting.  Models are bound with nails, glue, etc.  Small models are smaller than one cubic foot.

e. Sculpting - entries must be made of materials such as paper mache, clay, pottery, wood, or any other material that requires the artist to sculpt the final result. Nails do not bind sculptures

f. Mosaics - The entire space must be covered by the tesserae, including the background area.  Tesserae do not have to be tiles.  There are many other materials that are suitable.  However, only one type of tesserae should be used in any mosaic.

g. Games - Games must be entirely original.  Writing must be typewritten or legibly presented in ink.  No computer games will be accepted.

h. Jewelry - Jewelry should be of the type worn by the people of the Classical era.

i. Greeting Cards- Greeting cards must be 5x7 inches and may be written for any occasion.  All words must be in Latin and the translation must be written on a 3x5 card.  No copyrighted or computer-generated materials are allowed.   

j. Cartoons- Cartoons may be either a single panel or a strip.  The words do not need to be in Latin.  Entries may be no larger than 3x8 inches. No copyrighted materials or computer-generated material are allowed. 

k. Photography- Photographs must be single pictures no larger than 8”x10”.  They must be 

accompanied by a short caption explaining the subject(s) in content.

k. 
Miscellaneous- Projects may not be entered in this category simply to avoid having to comply with rules in other categories.  Miscellaneous handicrafts are those which do not fall into the above categories (i.e. woodwork, decoupage, scratch art, etc.)

III. Teaching Materials –Maximum size is 48 X 36 inches-

a. Posters- Posters must advertise a Classical theme. 

b. Maps- Should show an area pertinent to Classical times.   

c. Charts- Provide information pertinent to Classical civilization.  

d. Illustrated Quotations- Illustrated quotations may interpret the convention theme: “Natura inest in mentibus nostris insatiabilis quaedam cupiditas veri videndi” ("Nature has planted in our minds an insatiable longing to see the truth"), or another Latin quotation.  The Latin quote must appear on the entry.

IV.  Pre-convention:  Audio-Visual Contest 
Requirements:

· Only VCR/VHS tapes that have been fully developed by the delegate(s) may be entered in this category. 

· Slide presentations must be transferred onto videotape.  

· VCR presentations must use VHS.  

· The theme of the entry may be Roman history or culture, mythology, relevance to and promotion of Latin, Greek, JCL or the convention theme: “Natura inest in mentibus nostris insatiabilis quaedam cupiditas veri videndi” "Nature has planted in our minds an insatiable longing to see the truth".

· The maximum length is twelve minutes.

· Give proper credit to prerecorded music and media. 

· Entries should be labeled with the name of the school.   However, no delegate names or school names may appear in the video itself.

Descriptions of Whole School Contests

Scrapbook Contest – 

A school’s scrapbook should include a complete representation of their activities from last year’s State Convention (May 2002) until right before the State Convention (May 2003).  It is a chance for your chapter to show the rest of the Mass JCL what you have been doing for the past year.  

Requirements:

· The scrapbook should include photos, articles, memorabilia, etc.  

· It may be of any shape (excluding scrolls) but pages can not be larger than 22x28 inches.  

· All materials used must pertain to Latin, the Classics, or the MassJCL.  

· All materials must be from the given time frame of the 2002 MassJCL state convention until the 2003 MJCL state convention.  

· No materials from previous years may be used. 

· A theme for your scrapbook, as well as original artwork, is strongly encouraged.

· Scrapbooks will be judged on cover and practicality, originality, creativity, artwork, neatness, content, and theme.

Requirements for Scrapbook Submissions:

· All chapters are encouraged to send scrapbook materials to the Historian for entry into the state scrapbook.

· Chapters will receive 5 points for a useable photo and 5 points for a useable non–photo with a maximum 10 points total towards the scrapbook judging.

· Although you will not receive more then 10 points, the more you submit, the bigger your chapters representation in our scrapbook!

· Please submit all scrapbook materials to our Historian by May 1st to be eligible for State Convention points.  Submissions for no points, just for representation, will be accepted after this date.

Chariot Races-

N.B.  Candidate Limits Per School- 

· Only one officer may run from any member school, with the exception of either the office of Second Vice President or Publications Editor.

Voting Delegates – 

· Each school is allowed 4 voting delegates if the school has registered as a Mass JCL chapter by February 1, 2003.   If a school registers after this date, they are allowed 3 votes. 

· The Parliamentarian will announce the time and place of voting at the first General Assembly.

· In addition to the Candidates Speeches at the first General Assembly, there will be an Open Forum for one hour right after dinner.   At this time all of the voting delegates of each school will attend the question and answer session of the Candidates.

N.B. If a voting delegate does not attend this meeting, s/he will not be permitted to vote in the officer elections.
· The Fellowship meetings will be held immediately after the dance and before Curfew.  It is at this time that voting delegates will be able to privately share information about the candidates garnered at the Open Forum with their school.  Each school will then instruct their delegates how to vote at the Election on Saturday

National Convention Scholarship

Each year one student from the state is chosen to receive a complete scholarship for the cost of the registration to the summer convention of the National Junior Classical League.  Each school may submit only one applicant for this scholarship.  The application papers can be found on pages 29 and 30.

SCORING
For all individual contests the scoring is the same:

1st Place Ribbon  = 10 points

2nd Place Ribbon =  8 points

3rd Place Ribbon =  5 points

4th Place Ribbon =  3 points

5th Place Ribbon =  2 points

6th Place Ribbon =  1 point
  (only awarded in Oral Academic contest and Chariot contest)

· If there are too many entries in a category, entries will be subdivided and judged according to grade level (7/8, 9/10, 11/12).
· If there are too few entries, some place ribbons may not be awarded.
Whole School Contest Scoring:  State Trophy Points

The State Trophy is awarded to the school with the most participation points in the Whole School Contests.
· If a school participates in any of the following contests, it will earn 1 participation point.   

· If a school earns one of the top 3 places, these are the points awarded.  

1st Place     = 5 points

2nd Place    =
4 points

3rd Place    = 3 points

· One exception to this is the Candidates category.   Any school that fields one or more candidates will be awarded a maximum of one participation point.   However, there are no Place Winners in this category.   The winners are the students who are elected to the Executive Board.   

· The other exception is the Publicity Contest.   Any school that sends in any publicity will receive a maximum of one participation point.   However, there are two categories of the Publicity Contest: Most Publicity and Best Publicity.   Place Winners will be awarded in both categories.)
