1. Members were informed of the offer by Pete Thibodeau to develop a Leigh Wade Chapter web site. The group thought that it would be a good idea and would help to promote the chapter.

2. It was announced that the Chapter will host the state meeting in February 2006. No concrete suggestions were discussed as to the location of the meeting, but members said that the last one was held at the Steven Kent Restaurant and one had been held at Fort Lee.

3. It was announced that there would be no newsletter for the 3rd quarter if approval is given to our request at the next state meeting at the Crystal Gateway Marriot in Crystal City on June 18.

4. Members were informed that our annual dinner meeting is in October with the date and location to be announced through the next newsletter.

5. Copies of the last newsletter were distributed to those who had not received them. Some who received electronic copies are having problems with the downloading. I indicated that we would be discussing that situation at our next executive meeting. Members were very complimentary of the quality of the last newsletter.
