FROM New York City:  Take the New Jersey turnpike south to exit 9 (New Brunswick).  After the tollbooths, take the first right turn onto the ramp for Route 18 north.  Soon after you enter Route 18, take the left side of a fork in the road, staying in the right lane.  Immediately bear right for an exit to U.S. Route 1 south to Trenton.  Drive south on Route 1 for about 18 miles.  You will pass the Red Roof Inn at the corner of Route 1 and New Road.  Exit Route 1at the Alexander Road exit and follow the signs to Princeton.
