The University of Chicago Library is celebrating the acquisition of an illuminated manuscript of Le Roman de la Rose, or The Romance of the Rose--which scholars have referred to as the most popular medieval love poem--and its reunion with another 14th-century manuscript after a 100-year separation. In 1907 Le Roman de la Rose was separated from Le Jeu des échecs moralisé, or The Moralized Game of Chess, with which it had been bound. The Moralized Game of Chess has been in the Library's collection since 1931. Bringing them back together will make it possible for scholars to study the two manuscripts together to learn about their shared origin and production history. The two manuscripts and related materials will be on display.
