3. Using Vendor Records for Cataloging, and how useful do you find it? 

4. Using Google or other internet sites to get additional information (i.e. exhibition dates) 

5. RLG/OCLC merger. Has anyone’s workflow changed or noticed any major changes lately? Those of you using OCLC is it Connexion? Do you use your local system to catalog in OCLC? Could you tell us RLIN users a little about it? Also some institutions will be Institutional records and other will be Master, does anyone have experience with these two levels? There is also the Scipio issue, which was brought up to me via email. Does anyone have knowledge of the changes? 

6. Is anyone following RDA developments? My impression is that it’s being created to be very general and very board, in an attempt to encompass other professions, but there has been some discussion about how making it too broad will make it useless. How do people here feel? 

Here is Daniel Starr’s (ARLIS/NA liaison to ALCTS) report to the New York Catalog group:  

He reported that currently with RDA, there may be too much information available on the JSC site (http://www.collectionscanada.ca/jsc/rda.html), but for those who are interested in following the progress of RDA development, this is the place to go. He said that the rules are becoming more generalized, and it’s likely that the finished work will have fewer special rules.  Daniel stated that the change to more general rules may enable more “cataloger’s judgment” rather than blindly following specific rules.  This led into a general discussion that CC:DA meetings have become increasingly argumentative, and that there have been several articles discussing whether RDA will be of much value. Everett said that many of the objections concerned the seeming lack of principles in the RDA text.  Release of RDA is still expected in early 2009.
7. Is anyone here a NACO contributor? Or perhaps your institution has one person who handles all authority records? Well if you do NACO how has the death date adding been going? Any problems?

8. Does anyone keep a vertical file or pamphlet file? What is kept in it? How is it updated? How much time do you think is put into creating/maintaining?

9. Along those lines does anyone know what kind of hidden collections they have and if there are any projects to make these available in some manner?

10. Does anyone have any experience with LibraryThing or FRBR? There is an FRBR blog at http://www.frbr.org/ is anyone familiar with it? 

11. Sherman Clarke has also created a “year in review of art cataloging” as a discussion source. It brings up a lot of interesting ideas and points that might be worth discussion. If you can please print and bring that would be great, just in case.
